	Project Description: The applicant seeks approval of a Development Plan to construct an approximately 22,247-square-foot in size24-unit apartment building, construct a covered carport for 16 parking spaces, and to install of associated improvements (e.g. pavement, utilities, stormwater conveyance) on a vacant property. The project includes a Tree Permit for the removal of four code protected trees work within the dripline of three code protected trees and a Variance request for a proposed 38’-6” height (where 30’ is the maximum allowed) and a 24.5’ driveway aisle width (where 25’ is the minimum required). The project includes two units for low-income households and one unit for very low-income households and a request for a Density Bonus of two units for a total of 24 units and a request for a concession to reduce the Open Space requirement from 25% to 20.5%. The applicant is requesting reduction in development standards pursuant to Government Code 65915(p) for parking ratios and 65915(e) for reduced parking stall size, parking setbacks, and total number of covered parking spaces. The project includes approximately seven cubic yards of cut and 3,803 cubic yards of fill. The project requests an exception to Division 914, Collect and Convey requirements. 
	Project's Effects: 1. Aesthetics: Mitigation will include a lighting plan which includes shielding/pointing down exterior lighting. 
2. Air Quality: Construction mitigation measures during construction would reduce temporary impacts from, e.g., dust, loose materials, and idling trucks/equipment. 
3. Cultural Resources: If prehistoric/historical materials or human remains are encountered during construction activities, mitigations include stopping work & qualified archaeologist or the County Coroner to examine the site/materials. 
4. Geology/Soils: Mitigations include submittal of a Geo-technological report for review by the County Geologist which include design-level improvements to be incorporated into the grading and building plans. 
5. Noise: Require all windows and doors to have a minimum rating STC 26; mitigations for temporary noise due to construction activities including notifying neighbors within 300 feet prior to grading/construction, limiting hours of construction and heavy equipment usage, reducing idling and limiting the hours of construction. 
6. Tribal Cultural Resources: If prehistoric/historical materials or human remains are encountered during construction activities, mitigations include stopping work & qualified archaeologist or County Coroner to examine the site/materials.
