	Project Description: Development of an affordable housing project (project) located at 7101 Lincoln Avenue, 630 feet east of Knott Avenue and at the southern border of the City of Buena Park (APN 135-192-50). The project proposes development of 55 residential units in four buildings on an approximately 1.35-acre site, a density of 40.9 units per acre. The land uses proximate to the site include retail (west), commercial (east), residential single-family (north), and hotel, apartments, and retail (south, in the city of Anaheim). 
The project site is currently zoned CS, Community Shopping. That zone would be changed to GMU, General Mixed-Use, to allow for the vertical mix of high-density residential uses along a major arterial. A Development Agreement would need to be established and executed to allow for the development within this zone designation. The General Plan land use designation is currently COM, Commercial. That land use designation would also need to be changed to General Mixed-Use. Currently, the project site has a vacant commercial building onsite, along with parking areas located directly adjacent to the north and south sides of the building.
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics: Potential lighting or glare to nearby residences during construction will be minimized by placing construction staging areas as far away as possible from the residences, thereby reducing impacts to less than significant.
Biological Resources: To avoid impacts to migratory non-game breeding birds, a pre-construction breeding bird survey will be conducted. This will reduce impacts to less than significant.
Cultural Resources: In the event of unexpected discovery of an historical resource or human remains during ground-disturbing activities, work will be stopped and appropriate authorities notified, so that the resource or remains can be handled properly. With implementation of the mitigation measures, impacts would be less than significant.
Geology and Soils: All recommendations in the geotechnical report will be followed. If paleontological resources are discovered during construction, work will stop and appropriate authorities notified. Impacts would be less than significant.
Noise: Noise impacts will be reduced to less than significant levels by implementing BMPs to reduce construction noise and routing construction traffic away from residential streets.
Transportation: Prior to construction activity in the public right-of-way, a Construction Management Plan will be approved by the City Traffic Engineer. Implementation of the plan will reduce potential impacts to less than significant.
Tribal Cultural Resources:Should any TCRs or human remains and associated funerary objects be discovered during construction, appropriate authorities will be notified and steps will be taken in accordance with applicable regulations. Impacts to these resources will be less than significant.
