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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

Partner Engineering and Science, Inc. (Partner) has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment 
(ESA) in general accordance with the scope of work and limitations of ASTM Standard Practice E1527-13, 
the Environmental Protection Agency Standards and Practices for All Appropriate Inquiries (AAI) (40 CFR 
Part 312) for the property located at 6821 Fairlynn Boulevard in the area of Yorba Linda, unincorporated 
Orange County, California (the “subject property”). The Phase I Environmental Site Assessment is designed 
to provide Red Oak Investments with an assessment concerning environmental conditions (limited to 
those issues identified in the report) as they exist at the subject property.

The subject property is located on the west side of Fairlynn Boulevard, north of Esperanza Road, within a 
mixed commercial and residential area of Yorba Linda, Orange County, California.

The subject property consists of a total of 2.57 acres of land and is improved with three 1-story, multi-
tenant retail buildings known as Esperanza Village Shopping Center.  The buildings are currently occupied 
by a dentist, a barber, home remodel office, a masseuse, a pizza shop, a tattoo shop, a donut shop, two 
gyms, and a bar/restaurant.  The buildings were constructed between 1965 and 1977.  Access to the 
subject property is via driveways off of Esperanza Road and Fairlynn Drive. 

Small quantities of hazardous materials including cleaning products and general maintenance products 
were observed. The storage and use of cleaning and maintenance products does not appear to pose a 
significant threat to the environmental integrity of the subject property at this time.  No evidence of 
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aboveground storage tanks (ASTs) or underground storage tanks (USTs) such as fill ports, piping, or vent 
pipes was observed or reported onsite. 

According to review of available historical data, it appears that the subject property was agriculturally 
developed land bisected by a dirt driveway leading to adjacent several residences/farming buildings from 
1932 to 1963.  In 1965, the 6821-6829 Building was constructed on the east side of the site.  In 1978, By 
1977, the 19751-19759 and 19801-19819 Buildings were constructed on the west side of the subject 
property.  According to city directories and regulatory records reviewed, the subject property has been 
occupied by retail and office tenants since 1965 to present.  From 1982 to 2013, a former dry cleaning 
business was identified on the subject property at 19813 Esperanza Boulevard.   

The subject property was identified as the following on the regulatory database report: 

• APM Property Management (EDR Map ID: A1, A2), listed at 19803 Esperanza Road, is identified on 
the RCRA-NonGen database.  No RCRA violations were identified. Based on the regulatory status, 
this listing is not considered to have created an environmental concern to the subject property. 

• Continental Cleaners (EDR Map ID: A3), listed at 19813 Esperanza Road, is identified as a 
drycleaning plant on the EDR US Historical Cleaner database.  Continental Cleaners and American 
Cleaner was identified 1982-2013. Dry Cleaner (19813 Esperanza Rd.) - onsite from 1982 to 2013.  
As discussed in Section 4.1, SCAQMD, GeoTracker, Envirostor and HWTS did not have records 
associated with the former dry cleaner.  During the onsite reconnaissance, Partner observed that 
Suite 19813 was currently occupying by Funktional Fitness.  Based on the duration of dry cleaning 
operations onsite (approximately 31 years), the lack of previous subsurface investigations, and the 
nature of dry cleaning chemicals, the former presence of the dry cleaning business is considered a 
recognized environmental condition (REC).   

During the vicinity reconnaissance, Partner observed the following land use on properties in the 
immediate vicinity of the subject property:   

Immediately Surrounding Properties 
North: Residential properties (Fairgreen Homes).   
South: 76 Service Station (19851 Esperanza Road) and Esperanza Road, followed by railroad tracks 

and residential properties.     
East: Fairlynn Boulevard, followed by residential properties.     
West: Residential properties including 19714 Esperanza Road and Anaheim Hills Tires (19721 

Esperanza Road).       
Since 1964, a gasoline service station has been located adjacent to the southeast of the subject property. 
The facility is identified in the Underground Storage Tank (UST) and Leaking Underground Storage Tank 
(LUST) databases.  According to the GeoTracker online database, two gasoline releases affecting the soil 
and groundwater were discovered in 1985 and 1998.  The LUST cases are listed as “Case Closed” as of 
September 3, 1985 and April 27, 2015.  As part of the 1998 release investigation, four groundwater 
monitoring wells (MW-16, -17, -18, and -19) were installed on the subject property.  According to First 
Quarter Annual Status Report prepared by Arcadis and dated May 14, 2014, groundwater was 
encountered at 24-25 feet bgs in onsite wells. Total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g),

benzene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX), and Methyl tert-butyl ether (MTBE) were not detected above 
the laboratory reporting limit in the onsite wells in 2014. Concentrations of Chromium Total, Chromium VI, 
Arsenic, Bromate, and Bromide were identified in onsite wells.  According to the No Further Action (NFA) 
and Case Closure Summary Form dated April 27, 2015, the RWQCB concluded that residual contaminant 
concentrations in the soil and groundwater did not appear to result in a risk from vapor intrusion to the 
adjacent properties. Onsite wells destroyed in February 2015. Based on the regulatory status, case closure, 
and down-gradient direction, these listings are not considered to have created an environmental concern 
to the subject property.  Note that closure was offered based on the commercial use of the shopping 
center and gas station. 

According to the review of EDR database report and city directories, a former dry cleaning business was 
identified on the subject property at 19813 Esperanza Boulevard from 1982 to 2013. Continental Cleaners/ 
American Cleaner is identified as a drycleaning plant on the EDR US Historical Cleaner database.  No 
regulatory records associated with the former onsite dry cleaner were identified by Partner.  Based on the 
duration of dry cleaning operations onsite (approximately 31 years), the lack of previous subsurface 
investigations, and the nature of dry cleaning chemicals, the former dry cleaning business was considered 
a recognized environmental condition (REC).   

To assess potential impact to the subject property from the LUST at the adjacent gas station and the 
former drycleaner, Partner completed a soil vapor survey.  The purpose of the survey was to sample soil 
vapor for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) to evaluate the subsurface for VOCs and compare the data 
to current residential criteria.  The investigation scope included the advancement of 12 borings (SV-1 
through SV-12) to collect representative soil gas samples.  On November 16, 2020, Partner subcontracted 
with Optimal Technology (Optimal) to provide and operate drilling equipment to advance the vapor point 
soil borings and install temporary soil gas sampling probes at exterior portions of the subject property.  
Soil gas samples were collected in general accordance with the July 2015 Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC) and Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (LARWQCB) “Advisory – Active Soil 
Gas Investigations”. Soil vapor sampling was performed by hydraulically pushing soil gas probes to a 
depth of 5 feet below ground surface (bgs).  Optimal collected a total of 12 soil gas samples and one 
duplicate sample on November 16, 2020. The samples were immediately analyzed for VOCs via United 
States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) Method 8260B, on site in a mobile laboratory.  None of the 
analyzed soil gas samples contained detections of VOCs in exceedance of the residential or 
commercial/industrial DTSC soil gas screening levels (SGSLs). Based on the results of the current 
investigation, the former dry cleaning unit and southeast adjacent LUST case do not appear to represent a 
concern to human health and/or the environment at this time.  Partner has no recommendation for 
further investigation with respect to the former dry cleaning facility and closed LUST case at this time.   
Based on the lack of identified impact to subsurface vapor from the former drycleaner,  this former 
business is not considered to be a REC.  

According to a review of topographic maps and information obtained from State Water Resources Control 
Board GeoTracker online database, a subsurface investigation conducted on the adjacent property 
(TOSCO – 76 #5372 at 19854 Esperanza Boulevard, Case # T0605902189) indicated that the depth to 
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groundwater in the vicinity of the subject property was measured to be between 24-25 feet below ground 
surface (bgs) with flow toward the southwest.   

Findings 

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous 
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under 
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a 
future release to the environment.   

• Partner did not identify recognized environmental conditions during the course of this 
assessment. 

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of 
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable 
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject 
to the implementation of required controls.  The following was identified during the course of this 
assessment:   

• Partner did not identify controlled recognized environmental conditions during the course of this 
assessment. 

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous 
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been 
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria 
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls.  The 
following was identified during the course of this assessment:   

• Partner did not identify historical recognized environmental conditions during the course of this 
assessment. 

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as 
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following was identified during the course of this 
assessment: 

• Due to the age of the subject property building (1970s), there is a potential that asbestos-
containing material (ACM) and/or lead-based paint (LBP) are present. Should these materials be 
replaced, the identified suspect ACMs would need to be sampled to confirm the presence or 
absence of asbestos prior to any renovation or demolition activities to prevent potential exposure 
to workers and/or building occupants. 

Conclusions, Opinions and Recommendations 

Partner has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 and Red Oak Investments of 6821 Fairlynn Boulevard in the area of 
Yorba Linda, unincorporated Orange County, California (the “subject property”).  Any exceptions to or 
deletions from this practice are described in Section 1.5 of this report. 
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This assessment has not revealed evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the 
subject property. An environmental issue as described above was identified. Based on the conclusions of 
this assessment Partner has no recommendations for further assessment.   

Due to the proposed redevelopment, Partner recommends management of suspect ACM under an 
operations and maintenance program and/or surveys to identify ACM for abatement prior to demolition 
of the buildings.

Any exceptions to, or deletions from, this scope of 
work are described in the report. 

1.1 Purpose 

The purpose of this ESA is to identify existing or potential Recognized Environmental Conditions (as 
defined by ASTM Standard E-1527-13) affecting the subject property that: 1) constitute or result in a 
material violation or a potential material violation of any applicable environmental law; 2) impose any 
material constraints on the operation of the subject property or require a material change in the use 
thereof; 3) require clean-up, remedial action or other response with respect to Hazardous Substances or 
Petroleum Products on or affecting the subject property under any applicable environmental law; 4) may 
affect the value of the subject property; and 5) may require specific actions to be performed with regard 
to such conditions and circumstances.

• The reason for preparation of this Phase I ESA. 
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Fulfillment of these user responsibilities is key to qualification for the identified defenses to CERCLA 
liability. Partner requested our Client to provide information to satisfy User Responsibilities as identified in 
Section 6 of the ASTM guidance. 

1.2 Scope of Work 

The scope of work for this ESA is in accordance with the requirements of ASTM Standard E1527-13.  This 
assessment included: 1) a limited property and adjacent site reconnaissance; 2) interviews with key 
personnel; 3) a review of historical sources; 4) a review of regulatory agency records; and 5) a review of a 
regulatory database report provided by a third-party vendor.  Partner contacted local agencies, such as 
environmental health departments, fire departments and building departments in order to determine any 
current and/or former hazardous substances usage, storage and/or releases of hazardous substances on 
the subject property.  Additionally, Partner researched information on the presence of activity and use 
limitations (AULs) at these agencies.  As defined by ASTM E1527-13, AULs are the legal or physical 
restrictions or limitations on the use of, or access to, a site or facility: 1) to reduce or eliminate potential 
exposure to hazardous substances or petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the subject 
property; or 2) to prevent activities that could interfere with the effectiveness of a response action, in 
order to ensure maintenance of a condition of no significant risk to public health or the environment.  
These legal or physical restrictions, which may include institutional and/or engineering controls (IC/ECs), 
are intended to prevent adverse impacts to individuals or populations that may be exposed to hazardous 
substances and petroleum products in the soil or groundwater on the property. 

If requested by Client, this report may also include the identification, discussion of, and/or limited 
sampling of asbestos-containing materials (ACMs), lead-based paint (LBP), mold, and/or radon. 

1.3 Limitations 

Partner warrants that the findings and conclusions contained herein were accomplished in accordance 
with the methodologies set forth in the Scope of Work. These methodologies are described as 
representing good commercial and customary practice for conducting an ESA of a property for the 
purpose of identifying recognized environmental conditions.

The subject property at 6821 Fairlynn Boulevard in Yorba Linda, California is located on the west side of 
Fairlynn Boulevard, north of Esperanza Road. The subject property was inspected by Ms. Heather 
Hodgetts of Partner on October 21, 2020.  The weather at the time of the site visit was cloudy and in the 
mid-60s (degrees Fahrenheit). According to the Orange County Assessor, the subject property is identified 
by Assessor’s Parcel Numbers (APNs) 349-071-17 and ownership is currently vested in Patel Family Trust 
and Kenneth O. King and Arlene King.

Access to the 
subject property is via driveways off of Esperanza Road and Fairlynn Drive.

2.4 Physical Setting Sources 

2.4.1  Topography 

The United States Geological Survey (USGS) Orange, California Quadrangle 7.5-minute series topographic 
map was reviewed for this ESA. The subject property lies at an approximate elevation of 314 feet above 
mean sea level (msl) with a local topographic gradient toward the south-southwest.  

A copy of the most recent topographic map is included as Figure 3. 

2.4.2 Hydrology 

According to a review of topographic maps and information obtained from State Water Resources Control 
Board GeoTracker online database, a subsurface investigation conducted on adjacent property (TOSCO – 
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76 #5372 at 19854 Esperanza Boulevard, Case # T0605902189) indicated that the depth to groundwater 
was measured to be between 24-25 feet below ground surface (bgs) with flow toward the southwest.   

The nearest surface water in the vicinity of the subject property is the Santa Ana River located 
approximately 0.30-mile south of the subject property. No settling ponds, lagoons, surface 
impoundments, wetlands or natural catch basins were observed at the subject property during this 
assessment.   

2.4.3 Geology/Soils 

The site is located in the north-central portion of the Peninsular Ranges physiographic province. The 
Peninsular Ranges is bounded to the east by the Colorado Desert, to the south by the Mexican Border, to 
the west by the Pacific Ocean, and to the north by the Transverse Ranges and the Orange Basin. The 
Peninsular Ranges contain minor Jurassic and extensive Cretaceous igneous rocks associated with 
Nevadan plutonism.  Marine Cretaceous sedimentary rocks are well represented and post-Cretaceous 
rocks form a restricted veneer of volcanic, marine and non-marine sediments. 

Based on information obtained from the USDA Natural Resources Conservation Service Web Soil Survey 
online database, the subject property is mapped as Yorba gravelly sandy loam.  This series consists of well 
drained mixed Sandy and gravelly alluvium derived from mixed sources. Slopes of 2 to 15 percent. 

2.4.4 Flood Zone Information 

Partner performed a review of the Flood Insurance Rate Map, published by the Federal Emergency 
Management Agency.  According to Community Panel Number 06059C0131J, dated December 3, 2009, 
the subject property appears to be located in Zone X, an area located outside of the 100-year and 500-
year flood plains.  The area located on the south side of Esperanza Road is located in Zone X, defined as 
areas of 0.2% annual chance flood and areas of 1% annual chance flood with average depths of less than 
1 foot or with drainage areas less than one square mile and areas with reduced flood risk due to levee. 
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3.0 HISTORICAL INFORMATION 

Partner obtained historical use information about the subject property from a variety of sources.  
Information regarding past land use was obtained by a review of historical aerial photographs, historical 
Sanborn Fire Insurance maps, city directories, and historical topographic maps of the subject property and 
surrounding area obtained from Environmental Data Resources (EDR).

According to review of available historical data, it appears that the subject property was agriculturally 
developed land bisected by a dirt driveway leading to adjacent several residences/farming buildings from 
1932 to 1963.  In 1965, the 6821-6829 Building was constructed on the east side of the site.  In 1978, By 
1977, the 19751-19759 and 19801-19819 Buildings were constructed on the west side of the subject 
property.  According to city directories and regulatory records reviewed, the subject property has been 
occupied by retail and office tenants since 1965 to present.  From 1982 to 2013, a former dry cleaning 
business was identified on the subject property at 19813 Esperanza Boulevard.   

Common agricultural practices can result in residual concentrations of fertilizers, pesticides or herbicides in 
near-surface soil, though not generally at concentrations that pose a significant health risk.  It is Partner’s 
opinion that, since the site has been graded, redeveloped, and paved, remaining pesticide or herbicide 
residues, if any, are likely to have been dispersed during these construction activities and therefore are 
unlikely to impact human health or the environment.  Accordingly, no further investigation is recommended 
regarding potential residual pesticides.

4.2.2 Subject Property  

The subject property was identified as the following on the regulatory database report: 
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• APM Property Management (EDR Map ID: A1, A2), listed at 19803 Esperanza Road, is identified on 
the RCRA-NonGen database.  No RCRA violations were identified. Based on the regulatory status, 
this listing is not considered to have created an environmental concern to the subject property. 

• Continental Cleaners (EDR Map ID: A3), listed at 19813 Esperanza Road, is identified as a 
drycleaning plant on the EDR US Historical Cleaner database.  Continental Cleaners and American 
Cleaner was identified 1982-2013. Onsite Dry Cleaner (19813 Esperanza Rd.) - onsite from 1982 to 
2013.  As discussed in Section 4.1, SCAQMD, GeoTracker, Envirostor and HWTS did not have 
records associated with the former onsite dry cleaner.  During the onsite reconnaissance, Partner 
observed that Suite 19813 was currently occupying by Funktional Fitness.  Based on the duration 
of dry cleaning operations onsite (approximately 31 years), the lack of previous subsurface 
investigations, and the nature of dry cleaning chemicals, the former presence of the dry cleaning 
business is considered a recognized environmental condition (REC).   

4.2.3 Adjacent Properties  

The following adjacent properties were identified in the regulatory database report, as discussed below:    

• TOSCO - 76 05569, Unocal #5372, Esperanza 76, Reynold Charles A, Union Oil Service Station 
(EDR Map ID: A5-A14), listed at 19851 Esperanza Road, adjacent to the south-southeast and 
hydrologically cross- to down-gradient of the subject property. The facility is identified in the UST, 
LUST, EDR US Historical Auto Station, SWEEPS UST, HIST UST, CA FID UST, HWTS, CERS, CERS 
Tanks, CERS Haz Waste, HAZNET, and RCRA-SQG databases.  The HIST UST identified at least 3 
USTs installed in 1964. The facility is identified as a gasoline service station in 1976 to 2014 on the 
EDR US Historical Auto Station. According to the GeoTracker online database, two gasoline 
releases affecting the soil and groundwater were discovered in 1985 and 1998. The LUST cases are 
listed as “Case Closed” as of September 3, 1985 and April 27, 2015.  As part of the 1998 release 
investigation, four groundwater monitoring wells (MW-16, -17, -18, and -19) were installed on the 
subject property.  According to First Quarter Annual Status Report prepared by Arcadis and dated 
May 14, 2014,  groundwater was encountered at 24-25 feet bgs in onsite wells. Total petroleum 
hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g), benzene, ethylbenzene, and xylenes (BTEX), and Methyl tert-
butyl ether (MTBE) were not detected above the laboratory reporting limit in the onsite wells in 
2014. Some hits of Chromium Total, Chromium VI, Arsenic, Bromate, and Bromide were identified 
in onsite wells. According to the No Further Action (NFA) and Case Closure Summary Form dated 
April 27, 2015, the RWQCB concluded that residual contaminant concentrations in the soil and 
groundwater did not appear to result in a risk from vapor intrusion to the adjacent properties.  
Onsite wells destroyed in February 2015.  Based on the regulatory status, case closure, and down-
gradient direction, these listings are not considered to have created an environmental concern to 
the subject property.  Note that closure was offered based on the commercial use of the 
shopping center and gas station. 

Based on the results of the recent soil vapor survey (see Sections 4.3.1 and 5.2.6), vapor migration is not a 
concern for future residential development.   
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4.2.4 Site Vicinity 

Partner reviewed the EDR database report to identify offsite facilities that have suspected or documented 
environmental concerns or RECs that may negatively impact the subject property.  Partner’s criteria for 
further evaluating the potential impact of a listed offsite facility are summarized below: 

• The listed offsite facility is documented or assumed to be hydrogeologically up-gradient and a 
likely pathway exists for known releases of environmentally mobile contaminants to reach the 
subject property; or, contaminants from the listed offsite facility can reach the subject through 
other pathways (i.e., surface runoff); and, 

• The offsite facility is listed as an open case on one of the following databases: Federal NPL, 
Federal CORRACTS, Federal CERCLIS, Federal ERNS, and State-Specific lists including, but not 
limited to State Hazardous Waste Sites, State SCL, State LUST, State Deed Restrictions, State Toxic 
Pits, Landfill (excluding transfer stations); or 

• The facility is a known or suspected concern based on Partner’s experience or observations made 
during the site reconnaissance.  (i.e., Dry-cleaning operations that may or may not be listed as 
RCRA-SQG or a non-adjacent UST site that appears to have a remediation system in place). 

Partner did not identify facilities that, using the criteria discussed above, appeared to be a potential 
concern.   

4.2.5 Unmapped Sites 

Partner reviewed EDR’s Orphan Summary, which is a listing of sites that have not been geocoded based on 
lack of sufficient data regarding their exact location within the general area.  The subject property was not 
identified as an Unmapped Site.  None of the Unmapped Sites identified on the Orphan Summary appear to 
be located within the ASTM-designated radii of the subject property, and therefore, Partner has no reason to 
believe that these sites had an impact on the subject property. 

4.3 Vapor Encroachment Screening 

Partner reviewed the environmental database records identified in the EDR Radius Report and evaluated 
each reported site relative to a subsurface vapor encroachment condition, respective a known release, the 
chemicals of concern, the distance that contaminants are likely to migrate based on local geological and 
hydrological conditions, sub-grade utility corridors and preferential pathways, structural components, 
mitigation devices, and other reasonable factors. 

The subsurface vapor encroachment screening was completed in general conformance with ASTM 
International Designation: E2600-15: Standard Guide for Vapor Encroachment Screening on Property 
Involved in Real Estate Transactions (“ASTM Guide E2600-15”) using Tier 1 Screening procedures.  

4.3.1 On-Site Sources for a Vapor Encroachment Condition 

Based on a review of agency records, current site observations, and the soil vapor survey completed on 
November 16, 2020, on-site sources with the potential to create a subsurface vapor encroachment 
concern to the subject property and its receptors were not identified (see Section 5.2.6).   
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4.3.2 Off-Site Sources for a Vapor Encroachment Condition 

Based on Partner’s review of the Radius Report, although the LUST case was closed (see Section 4.2.3) the 
adjacent gas station was considered to have the potential to create a subsurface vapor encroachment 
concern to the subject property and its receptors.  Based on the soil vapor survey completed on 
November 16, 2020, a vapor encroachment condition associated with the adjacent gas station was not 
identified (see Section 5.2.6).   

No other off-site properties with a documented open release of petroleum hydrocarbons were identified 
within the critical distance - 30 feet up-gradient, cross-gradient, or down-gradient of the subject property 
in the Radius Report. No off-site properties with a documented release of other contaminants of concern 
such chlorinated volatile organic hydrocarbons were identified within the critical distance - 100 feet up-
gradient, cross-gradient, or down-gradient of the subject property in the Radius Report. 
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5.0 USER PROVIDED INFORMATION AND INTERVIEWS 

In order to qualify for one of the Landowner Liability Protections (LLPs) offered by the Small Business 
Liability Relief and Brownfields Revitalization Act of 2001 (the Brownfields Amendments), the User must 
provide the following information (if available) to the environmental professional.  Failure to provide this 
information could result in a determination that all appropriate inquiry is not complete.  The user is asked 
to provide information or knowledge of the following: 

• Environmental cleanup liens that are filed or recorded against the site. 
• Activity and land use limitations that are in place on the site or that have been filed or recorded in a 

registry. 
• Specialized knowledge or experience of the person seeking to qualify for the LLPs. 
• Relationship of the purchase price to the fair market value of the property if it were not contaminated.   
• Commonly known or reasonably ascertainable information about the property. 
• The degree of obviousness of the presence or likely presence of contamination at the property, and 

the ability to detect the contamination by appropriate assessment. 
• The reason for preparation of this Phase I ESA. 

Fulfillment of these user responsibilities is key to qualification for the identified defenses to CERCLA 
liability. Partner requested our Client to provide information to satisfy User Responsibilities as identified in 
Section 6 of the ASTM guidance. 

5.1 Interviews 

5.1.1 Interview with Owner 

The owner of the subject property since 2000, identified as Patel Family Trust and Kenneth O. King and 
Arlene King, was not available to be interviewed at the time of the assessment. 

5.1.2 Interview with Report User  

Please refer to Section 5.2 below for information requested from the Report User. Because the Report 
User is a buyer, it is understood that the Report User would not have knowledge of the property that 
would significantly impact our ability to satisfy the objectives of this assessment. The lack of this 
information is not considered to represent a significant data gap. 

5.1.3 Interview with Key Site Manager  

Ms. Meg Montefalcon, the listing agent with Keller Williams Realty, Inc. and key site manager, indicated 
that she had no information pertaining to any pending, threatened, or past litigation relevant to 
hazardous substances or petroleum products in, on, or from the subject property; any pending, 
threatened, or past administrative proceedings relevant to hazardous substances or petroleum products 
in, on, or from the subject property; or any notices from a governmental entity regarding any possible 
violation of environmental laws or possible liability relating to hazardous substances or petroleum 
products.  
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Ms. Montefalcon further stated that there are no USTs, ASTs, clarifiers, oil/water separators, groundwater 
monitoring wells, or hazardous substance use/storage/generation on the subject property to the best of 
her knowledge.   

5.1.4 Interviews with Past Owners, Operators and Occupants 

Interviews with past owners, operators and occupants were not conducted since information regarding 
the potential for contamination at the subject property was obtained from other sources. 

5.1.5 Interview with Others 

As the subject property is not an abandoned property as defined in ASTM 1527-13, interview with others 
were not performed.   

5.2 User Provided Information 

5.2.1 Title Records, Environmental Liens, and AULs  

Partner was provided by Red Oak Investments with a Preliminary Title Report issued by Lawyers Title 
Company and dated July 22, 2020.  According to the Commitment for Title Insurance, the title to the 
subject property is currently vested in Ganpat I. Patel and Manju G. Patel, Trustee of any Successor Trustee 
of the Patel Family Trust dated July 17, 1987, as to an undivided two-thirds interest, and Kenneth O. King 
and Arlene King, husband and wife as joint tenants, as to an undivided one-third interest.  No apparent 
environmental liens or AULs were identified for the subject property based on the review of the 
Commitment for Title Insurance. 

A copy is included in Appendix B. 

5.2.2 Specialized Knowledge  

No specialized knowledge of environmental conditions associated with the subject property was provided 
by the User at the time of the assessment.   

5.2.3 Actual Knowledge of the User  

No actual knowledge of any environmental lien or AULs encumbering the subject property or in 
connection with the subject property was provided by the User at the time of the assessment.   

5.2.4 Valuation Reduction for Environmental Issues  

No knowledge of valuation reductions associated with the subject property was provided by the User at 
the time of the assessment.   

5.2.5 Commonly Known or Reasonably Ascertainable Information  

The User did not provide information that is commonly known or reasonably ascertainable within the local 
community about the subject property at the time of the assessment.   

5.2.6 Previous Reports and Other Provided Documentation 

Phase II Subsurface Investigation Report, Esperanza Village, 6821 Fairlynn Boulevard, Yorba Linda, 
California 92886, Partner Project Number: 20-296049.2. November 23, 2020 
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Partner completed a soil vapor survey on behalf of Red Oak to evaluate the potential for vapor intrusion 
associated with the former drycleaner and adjacent gas station. 

The purpose of the survey was to sample soil vapor for volatile organic compounds (VOCs) to evaluate the 
subsurface for VOCs and compare the data to current residential criteria.  The investigation scope 
included the advancement of 12 borings (SV-1 through SV-12) to collect representative soil gas samples.  
On November 16, 2020, Partner subcontracted with Optimal Technology (Optimal) to provide and operate 
drilling equipment to advance the vapor point soil borings and install temporary soil gas sampling probes 
at exterior portions of the subject property.   

Soil gas samples were collected in general accordance with the July 2015 Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC) and Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (LARWQCB) “Advisory – Active Soil 
Gas Investigations”. Soil vapor sampling was performed by hydraulically pushing soil gas probes to a 
depth of 5 feet bgs.  Optimal collected a total of 12 soil gas samples and one duplicate sample on 
November 16, 2020. The samples were immediately analyzed for VOCs via United States Environmental 
Protection Agency (EPA) Method 8260B, on site in a mobile laboratory.   

None of the analyzed soil gas samples contained detections of VOCs in exceedance of the residential or 
commercial/industrial DTSC soil gas screening levels (SGSLs). Based on the results of the current 
investigation, the former dry cleaning unit and southeast adjacent LUST case do not appear to represent a 
concern to human health and/or the environment at this time.  Partner has no recommendation for 
further investigation with respect to the former dry cleaning facility and closed LUST case at this time.   

A copy is included in Appendix B.   
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6.0 SITE RECONNAISSANCE 

The weather at the time of the site visit was sunny and clear. Refer to Section 1.5 for limitations 
encountered during the field reconnaissance and Sections 2.1 and 2.2 for subject property operations.

6.1 General Site Characteristics 

6.1.1 Solid Waste Disposal 

Solid waste generated at the subject property is disposed in commercial dumpsters located within 
enclosures north of Suite 6821 and east of Suite 19807.  An independent solid waste disposal contractor, 
removes solid waste from the subject property.  No evidence of illegal dumping of solid waste was 
observed during the Partner site reconnaissance.    

6.1.2 Sewage Discharge and Disposal 

Sanitary discharges on the subject property are directed into the municipal sanitary sewer system 
operated by the Yorba Linda Water District. No wastewater treatment facilities or septic systems are 
located on the subject property.   

6.1.3 Surface Water Drainage 

Storm water is removed from the subject property primarily by sheet flow action across the paved 
surfaces towards storm water drains located in the public right of way. Site storm water from roofs, 
landscaped areas, and paved areas is directed to on-site concrete swales, which drain to the public right 
of way.  The subject property is connected to a municipal owned and maintained sewer system. 

The subject property does not appear to be a designated wetland area, based on information obtained 
from the United States Fish & Wildlife Service. A comprehensive wetlands survey would be required in 
order to formally determine actual wetlands on the subject property. No surface impoundments, wetlands, 
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natural catch basins, settling ponds, or lagoons are located on the subject property. No drywells were 
identified on the subject property. 

6.1.4 Source of Heating and Cooling 

Electricity and natural gas are provided to the site vicinity by Southern California Edison (SCE) and the 
Southern California Gas Company.     

6.1.5 Wells and Cisterns 

No aboveground evidence of wells or cisterns was observed during the site reconnaissance. As discussed 
in Section 4.2.3, four groundwater monitoring wells (MW-16, -17, -18, and -19) were formerly located on 
the subject property.  Partner observed that the former wells had been removed leaving asphalt patches 
indicating the locations. 

6.1.6 Wastewater 

Domestic wastewater generated at the subject property is disposed by means of the sanitary sewer.   No 
industrial process is performed at the subject property.   

6.1.7 Septic Systems 

No septic systems were observed or reported on the subject property. 

6.1.8 Additional Site Observations 

No additional general site characteristics were observed during the site reconnaissance. 

6.2 Potential Environmental Hazards 

6.2.1 Hazardous Substances and Petroleum Products Used or Stored at the Site 

No evidence of the use of reportable quantities of hazardous substances was observed on the subject 
property.  Small quantities of general maintenance and construction supplies are likely utilized onsite.  No 
signs of leaks, stains, or spills were observed ore reported to regulatory agencies.  The storage and use of 
maintenance and construction supplies does not appear to pose a significant threat to the environmental 
integrity of the subject property at this time.   

6.2.2 Aboveground & Underground Hazardous Substance or Petroleum Product Storage 
Tanks (ASTs/USTs) 

No evidence of current or former ASTs or USTs was observed during the site reconnaissance.   

6.2.3 Evidence of Releases 

No spills, stains or other indications that a surficial release has occurred at the subject property were 
observed. 

6.2.4 Polychlorinated Biphenyls (PCBs) 

The on-site reconnaissance addressed indoor and outdoor transformers that may contain PCBs.  Two 
pole-mounted transformers were observed on the northwest corner of the subject property.  The 
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transformer was not labeled indicating a non-PCB content. No staining or leakage was observed in the 
vicinity of the transformer.  SCE maintains responsibility for maintenance and clean-up of leaks or spills 
associated with the transformer. Based on the good condition of the equipment, the transformer is not 
expected to represent a significant environmental concern.   

No other potential PCB-containing equipment (interior transformers, oil-filled switches, hoists, lifts, dock 
levelers, hydraulic elevators, balers, etc.) was observed on the subject property during Partner’s 
reconnaissance. 

6.2.5 Strong, Pungent or Noxious Odors 

No strong, pungent or noxious odors were evident during the site reconnaissance. 

6.2.6 Pools of Liquid 

No pools of liquid were observed on the subject property during the site reconnaissance. 

6.2.7 Drains, Sumps and Clarifiers 

No drains, sumps, or clarifiers, other than those associated with storm water removal, were observed on 
the subject property during the site reconnaissance. 

6.2.8 Pits, Ponds and Lagoons 

No pits, ponds or lagoons were observed on the subject property. 

6.2.9 Stressed Vegetation 

No stressed vegetation was observed on the subject property. 

6.2.10 Additional Potential Environmental Hazards 

No additional environmental hazards, including landfill activities or radiological hazards, were observed. 

6.3 Non-ASTM Services 

6.3.1 Asbestos-Containing Materials (ACMs) 

Asbestos is the name given to a number of naturally occurring, fibrous silicate minerals mined for their 
useful properties such as thermal insulation, chemical and thermal stability, and high tensile strength.  The 
Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) regulation 29 CFR 1926.1101 requires certain 
construction materials to be presumed to contain asbestos, for purposes of this regulation.  Construction 
materials including, but not limited to, thermal system insulation (TSI), surfacing material, and 
asphalt/vinyl flooring that are present in a building and that have not been appropriately tested may be 
considered “presumed asbestos-containing material” (PACM). 

Based on the age of the subject property buildings (pre-1978), there is a potential that ACM is present.  
According to the US EPA, ACM and PACM that is intact and in good condition can, in general, be 
managed safely in-place under an Operations and Maintenance (O&M) Program until removal is dictated 
by renovation, demolition, or deteriorating material condition. Prior to any disturbance of the construction 
materials within this facility, a comprehensive ACM survey is recommended. 
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6.3.2 Lead-Based Paint (LBP) 

Lead is a highly toxic metal that affects virtually every system of the body.  LBP is defined as any paint, 
varnish, stain, or other applied coating that has 1 mg/cm2 (or 5,000 ug/g or 0.5% by weight) or more of 
lead.   

Based on the age of the subject property buildings (pre-1978), there is a potential that LBP is present.  
Interior and exterior painted surfaces were observed in good condition and therefore not expected to 
represent a “hazard,” although the condition of the paint should be monitored and maintained to ensure 
that it does not become deteriorated. 

6.3.3 Radon 

Radon is a colorless, odorless, naturally occurring, radioactive, inert, gaseous element formed by 
radioactive decay of radium (Ra) atoms.  The US EPA has prepared a map to assist National, State, and 
local organizations to target their resources and to implement radon-resistant building codes.  The map 
divides the country into three Radon Zones, according to the table below:  

EPA Radon Zones 
EPA Zones Average Predicted Radon Levels Potential 
Zone 1 Exceed 4.0 pCi/L Highest 
Zone 2 Between 2.0 and 4.0 pCi/L Moderate 
Zone 3 Less than 2.0 pCi/L Low 

It is important to note that the EPA has found homes with elevated levels of radon in all three zones, and 
the US EPA recommends site-specific testing in order to determine radon levels at a specific location.  
However, the map does give a valuable indication of the propensity of radon gas accumulation in 
structures.   

Radon sampling was not conducted as part of this assessment. Review of the US EPA Map of Radon 
Zones places the subject property in Zone 3. Based upon the radon zone classification, radon is not 
considered to be a significant environmental concern. 

6.3.4 Lead in Drinking Water 

According to available information, a public water system operated by the City of Yorba Linda Water 
District (YLWD)/Golden State Water Company serves the subject property vicinity.  According to a YLWD 
website, the sources of public water for the City of Yorba Linda are two sources: local groundwater and 
imported water. Approximately 70% comes from local groundwater and 30% comes from "imported 
water" from the Colorado River via the Colorado River Aqueduct and from Northern California via the 
State Water Project. According to the City of Yorba Linda and the 2020 Annual Water Quality Report, 
water supplied to the subject property is in compliance with all State and Federal regulations pertaining to 
drinking water standards, including lead and copper. Water sampling was not conducted to verify water 
quality. 
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6.3.5 Microbial Growth 

Microbial growths are microscopic organisms found virtually everywhere, indoors and outdoors.  
Microbial growths will grow and multiply under the right conditions, needing only sufficient moisture (e.g. 
in the form of very high humidity, condensation, or water from a leaking pipe, etc.) and organic material 
(e.g., ceiling tile, drywall, paper, or natural fiber carpet padding).   

Minor water damage/stained ceiling tiles were observed. No other obvious indications of water damage 
or microbial growth were observed during Partner’s visual assessment.   
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7.0 FINDINGS AND CONCLUSIONS 

Findings 

A recognized environmental condition (REC) refers to the presence or likely presence of any hazardous 
substances or petroleum products in, on, or at a property: due to release to the environment; under 
conditions indicative of a release to the environment; or under conditions that pose a material threat of a 
future release to the environment.   

• Partner did not identify recognized environmental conditions during the course of this 
assessment. 

A controlled recognized environmental condition (CREC) refers to a REC resulting from a past release of 
hazardous substances or petroleum products that has been addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable 
regulatory authority, with hazardous substances or petroleum products allowed to remain in place subject 
to the implementation of required controls.  The following was identified during the course of this 
assessment:   

• Partner did not identify controlled recognized environmental conditions during the course of this 
assessment. 

A historical recognized environmental condition (HREC) refers to a past release of any hazardous 
substances or petroleum products that has occurred in connection with the property and has been 
addressed to the satisfaction of the applicable regulatory authority or meeting unrestricted use criteria 
established by a regulatory authority, without subjecting the property to any required controls.  The 
following was identified during the course of this assessment:   

• Partner did not identify historical recognized environmental conditions during the course of this 
assessment. 

An environmental issue refers to environmental concerns identified by Partner, which do not qualify as 
RECs; however, warrant further discussion. The following was identified during the course of this 
assessment: 

• Due to the age of the subject property building (1970s), there is a potential that asbestos-
containing material (ACM) and/or lead-based paint (LBP) are present. Should these materials be 
replaced, the identified suspect ACMs would need to be sampled to confirm the presence or 
absence of asbestos prior to any renovation or demolition activities to prevent potential exposure 
to workers and/or building occupants. 

Conclusions, Opinions and Recommendations 

Partner has performed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment in conformance with the scope and 
limitations of ASTM Practice E1527-13 and Red Oak Investments of 6821 Fairlynn Boulevard in the area of 
Yorba Linda, unincorporated Orange County, California (the “subject property”).  Any exceptions to or 
deletions from this practice are described in Section 1.5 of this report. 
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This assessment has not revealed evidence of recognized environmental conditions in connection with the 
subject property. An environmental issue as described above was identified. Based on the conclusions of 
this assessment Partner has no recommendations for further assessment.   

Due to the proposed redevelopment, Partner recommends management of suspect ACM under an 
operations and maintenance program and/or surveys to identify ACM for abatement prior to demolition 
of the buildings.

Strategic Opportunities for County Unincorporated Areas 
 

Since 2000, OC LAFCO has successfully collaborated with the County and 14 cities to transition 

several unincorporated county areas to cities. Continuing the success of the Unincorporated 

Islands Program, OC LAFCO has recently discussed strategic opportunities and developed a 

plan to continue the collaboration. The remaining 27 unincorporated areas, each with a 

combination of challenges (e.g., historical resident and agency opposition, lack of infrastructure 

financing, differences in city/county development standards) require a strategic partnership 

involving LAFCO, the County of Orange, and cities with adjacent unincorporated areas. Current 

demographic and fiscal data are critical to ongoing discussions and better understanding of 

issues related to municipal service delivery to unincorporated communities. 
 

The information below provides an overview of current service related costs and revenues as well 

as potential opportunities for the Yorba Linda Islands located within the City of Yorba Linda’s 

sphere of influence. 
 

Overview of the Yorba Linda Islands (ID#36, #37) 
 

The Yorba Linda Islands include two individual islands consisting of a total of 
approximately 368.21 acres of unincorporated territory surrounded by the City of Yorba 
Linda.  The islands are generally located in the southern part of the City of Yorba Linda.  
The islands consist of residential properties including approximately 632 single-family 
detached units and 265 other dwelling units, 2,406 residents1, and 1,5792 registered voters.

County Costs/Revenues 
 
The County has worked with various departments to develop an annual accounting of County 
General Fund municipal service revenues and expenditures for each of the unincorporated areas. 
Attachment A provides a snapshot of the County’s recent 2017 costs to provide municipal 
services and revenue generated for the Yorba Linda Islands. The Yorba Linda Islands currently 
result in a negative impact to the County General Fund of approximately $431,044 per year 
(excluding capital project expenditures). Primary service expenses for the island include animal 
control, law enforcement, and infrastructure maintenance. The allocation of property taxes to the 
County general fund is the major revenue source consisting of approximately $208,098 for fiscal 
year 2016-17. The Yorba Linda Islands consist of built‐out residential neighborhoods and a small 
commercial area with opportunity for additional revenues. 
 

Annexation Opportunity 
 
Annexation of the islands by the City could result in several benefits to the residents and the 
commercial area related to City service levels and the proximity of City service providers and 
emergency responders. Annexation of the Yorba Linda Islands would require LAFCO approval 
and would result in the transfer of municipal services currently provided by the County to the 
City. The islands that are less than 150 acres and qualify for the streamlined “small island” 
provisions of State law under which LAFCO cannot deny an application submitted by the City 

and protest proceedings are waived.3 For several years, OC LAFCO has adopted policies and 
provided incentives for the annexation of small islands through the waiving the LAFCO 
application fee and resources that bridge information gaps and align the efforts of local 
stakeholders. OC LAFCO staff is available to facilitate discussions among stakeholders and 
participate in community workshops, when requested, to ensure that the residents and 
landowners are informed on the annexation process. Additionally, the State Board Equalization 
currently supports the streamlining of small island annexations through its waiver of the 
requirement for a map and legal description of the annexation territory.

WORK PERFORMED DURING THIS REPORTING PERIOD (First Quarter – 2014): 
 
1. Blaine Tech Services, Inc. conducted annual groundwater monitoring and sampling on March 25-26, 2014. Thirty (30) 

monitoring wells were gauged and 28 monitoring wells purged and sampled during this monitoring event. Wells MW-10 
through MW-15, MW-24, and MW-34 were not monitored due to a delay in the CalTrans encroachment permit. Well 
MW-18 was not sampled due to an obstruction down the well, well MW-21-30 was not sampled due to insufficient water, 
wells MW-27-35 and MW-29-20 were not monitored because they were dry, and well MW-31 was not monitored because 
the well location is unknown.    
Collected groundwater samples were analyzed for total petroleum hydrocarbons as gasoline (TPH-g) by EPA Method 
8015B, benzene, toluene, ethylbenzene, total xylenes (BTEX, collectively), methyl t-butyl ether (MTBE), t-butyl alcohol 
(TBA), ethanol, 1,2-dibromoethane (EDB), 1,2-dichloroethane (EDC), di-isopropyl ether (DIPE), ethyl t-butyl ether 
(ETBE), t-amyl methyl ether (TAME), and additional volatile organic compounds (VOCs) by Environmental Protection 
Agency (EPA) Method 8260B full scan. 
In addition, groundwater samples were also analyzed for total arsenic and total chromium by EPA Method 6010B, 
hexavalent chromium by EPA Method 7196,  trivalent chromium by calculation, bromide by EPA Method 300.0, and 
bromate by EPA Method 317.0  
The site location map, site plan, and groundwater elevation contour map are presented on Figures 1 through 3, 
respectively. Concentration maps for TPH-g, benzene, MTBE, and TBA are presented on Figures 4 through 7, 
respectively. Current groundwater gauging and analytical results are summarized in Table 1A through 1C and historical 
groundwater gauging and analytical results are presented in Table 2A through Table 2C. Groundwater elevations and 
concentrations over-time for select wells are presented as Hydrographs. Field data sheets are included as Attachment A. 
Copies of the laboratory analytical reports and chain-of-custody documentation are included as Attachment B. 

2. ARCADIS submitted a Notice of Intent on October 30, 2013 for the removal of the non-operating oxygen injection and 
groundwater treatment (GWT) systems.  

 

WORK PROPOSED FOR THE NEXT REPORTING PERIOD: 

1. ARCADIS will remove the remediation systems from the site during second quarter 2014. Once low-threat closure 
concurrence is obtained from the OCHCA, and public noticing is performed, ARCADIS will abandon the remaining 
monitoring and remediation wells at the site.

GROUNDWATER DISCUSSION: 

Groundwater conditions during this monitoring event remained generally consistent with previous events. The maximum 
dissolved concentration of TPH-g (1,400 micrograms per liter [µg/L]) was detected in the groundwater sample collected from 
MW-25-40. The maximum dissolved concentration of MTBE (230 µg/L) was detected in the groundwater sample collected from 
MW-6. The maximum dissolved concentration of TBA (72 µg/L) was detected in the groundwater sample collected from MW-3.  
Benzene was only detected in the groundwater sample collected from MW-29-60 (0.11 µg/L). Groundwater flow is generally to 
the southwest at a hydraulic gradient of approximately 0.06 feet per foot.  
Overall, the hydrographs depict stable to decreasing concentration trends in MW-3, MW-12, MW-26-70, and MW-28-70 with 
remaining concentrations significantly less than historical maximums. MTBE concentrations in MW-26-70 historically increased, 
but have remained relatively stable over the past several years. No TPH-g was detected in MW-26-70 for the first time since 
2009.  
 

SYSTEM DISCUSSION: 

Integral Engineering Services (Integral) had previously performed operation and maintenance (O&M) of the oxygen injection 
system on site. The oxygen injection system was shut down on February 29, 2012. From the time operation commenced on 
April 28, 2004 until shutdown, the oxygen injection system had operated for 44,937 hours and injected approximately 64,184 
pounds of oxygen into the subsurface.  
The GWT system was shut down on May 13, 2011 due to subsurface investigation work and has not been restarted. From the 
time operation commenced on August 20, 2000 until shutdown, the GWT system processed approximately 2,638,647 gallons 
of groundwater.  
As mentioned above, the systems are planned to be removed from the site during second quarter 2014. 
 

CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS: 

Dissolved hydrocarbon constituent concentrations have remained relatively consistent with previous quarters. Overall, 
concentrations are stable to declining with remaining concentrations generally low and significantly less than historical 
maximums. Decreases in concentrations of TPH-g (2 orders of magnitude), benzene (2 orders of magnitude), MTBE (2 orders of 
magnitude) and TBA (3 orders of magnitude) have been observed in well MW-1 between 1998 and first quarter 2014. Decreases 
in concentration of TPH-g (3 orders of magnitude), benzene (2 orders of magnitude), MTBE (3 orders of magnitude), and TBA (2 
orders of magnitude) have been observed in well MW-3 between 1998 and first quarter 2014. Six quarters of post-remedial 
monitoring have now been conducted since the oxygen injection system was shut down in February 2012. ARCADIS 
recommends this site for low-threat closure as per the Conceptual Site Model and Case Closure Request submitted on December 
14, 2012. We understand the site is in closure review with OCHCA. Continued annual monitoring will be performed pending 
closure review.

This submission covers the routine monitoring of groundwater wells conducted on March 25, 2014 
at this location.  Thirty-Four monitoring wells were measured for depth to groundwater (DTW) and 
presence of separate-phase hydrocarbons (SPH).  Twenty-Eight monitoring wells were sampled. Well 
MW-18 was unable to access due to obstruction in well. MW- 31 was paved over. All sampling activities 
were performed in accordance with local, state and federal guidelines.   

Water levels and separate-phase measurements were collected using an electronic water or oil-water 
interface detector.  All sampled wells were purged of three case volumes or until water temperature, pH 
and conductivity stabilized. Purging was accomplished using electric submersible pumps, positive air-
displacement pumps or stainless steel, Teflon or disposable bailers.  Subsequent sample collection and 
sample handling was performed in accordance with EPA protocols using disposable bailers.  Alternately, 
where applicable, wells were sampled utilizing no-purge methodology.  All reused equipment was 
decontaminated in an integrated stainless steel sink with de-ionized water supplied Hotsy pressure 
washer and Liquinox or equivalent.    

Samples were delivered under chain-of-custody to BC Laboratories, for analysis.  Monitoring well 
purgewater and equipment rinsate water was collected and transported under

On behalf of Chevron Environmental Management Company’s affiliate, Union Oil 
Company of California, ARCADIS U.S., Inc. (ARCADIS) is submitting this report 
summarizing the activities related to the destruction of the wells at 76 Station 5372, 
located in Yorba Linda, California (Site; Figure 1), which consisted of 41 groundwater 
monitoring wells and 10 oxygen injection wells (Figure 2). Well destruction activities 
were conducted in accordance with the Orange County Health Care Agency’s 
(OCHCA’s) Notification of Pre-Closure Requirements letter dated November 17, 
2014 (Attachment A). Field activities were completed in accordance with the OCHCA 
Well Destruction Permit Number 14-12-16 (Attachment B). As discussed with 
OCHCA, and addressed in an e-mail dated December 31, 2014 (Attachment A), due 
to delays in obtaining an encroachment permit this report could not be submitted by 
the originally specified due date of 45 days from receipt of OCHCA’s letter dated 
November 17, 2014.  

Background 

The Site is currently an active 76-branded service station located on the 
northwestern corner of the intersection of Esperanza Road and Fairlynn Boulevard 
(Figure 1). A Ground Water Treatment (GWT) and Soil Vapor Extraction (SVE) 
system began operating on Site in 2000, an Ozone Injection system began operating 
in 2004, and in March 2010 the Ozone Injection system was replaced by an Oxygen 
Injection system.  The systems were removed in June 2014.

As mentioned above, ARCADIS obtained a well destruction permit for the 
groundwater monitoring and remediation wells (Table 1) from OCHCA (Attachment 
B). In addition, an encroachment permit was obtained from the Orange County 
Department of Public Works for the eight off-site wells in Esperanza Road and 
Fairlynn Boulevard, (MW-10 through MW-15, MW-24, and MW-34).  

Pre-field Activities 

As required by the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA) 29 Code 
of Federal Regulations (CFR) 1910.120 (Hazardous Waste Operations and 
Emergency Responses), ARCADIS updated the site-specific Health and Safety Plan 
to address the health and safety issues related to the field activities conducted at the 
Site. 

The OCHCA was notified at least 72 hours prior to commencement of field activities. 
In addition, Underground Service Alert (USA) of Southern California was contacted to 
notify companies with public utilities in the area of the upcoming field activities. 

Field Activities 

On February 9 and 12, 2015, Pacific Coast Locators, Inc., a private utility locating 
company, under the supervision of ARCADIS staff, conducted a survey of utilities in 
the vicinity of the wells to be destroyed.  

On February 23 through March 5, 2015, ABC Liovin Drilling, Inc. (ABC Drilling) 
completed the well destructions. Each well was first gauged and total depths were 
confirmed with boring logs. Well lids and rings were removed via jackhammer or 
breaker bar prior to destruction. The approximate locations of the 51 destroyed wells 
are shown on Figure 2. The wells were destroyed by pressure grouting methods. The 
casing was filled with bentonite grout with 5 percent cement from bottom to top using 
tremie methods. Then a grout manifold was attached to the casing and pressure was 
applied to the well casing for approximately 10 minutes. The average pressure 
observed during pressure grouting was at least 10 pounds per square inch (psi). The 
upper 5 feet of polyvinyl chloride (PVC) casing were then removed from the 
subsurface after grouting was completed. After pressure grouting and casing removal 
were performed, approximately 0.5 foot of concrete was placed in the former well 

ARCADIS 
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pads, flush with the ground surface. The street locations were paved back with hot-
patch asphalt to match existing conditions (approximately 4 inches of asphalt). 

Well locations were destroyed as described above with two exceptions. MW-14 and 
MW-15 were destroyed per the methods of an approved variance from Mr. David 
Koch (Orange County Department of Public Works). The well ring and well lid were 
removed, however due to the proximity of subsurface utilities, the upper 5 feet of 
casing was not removed and the concrete well apron was left in place.  

Waste Disposal 

No regulated waste was generated during the well destruction process. Clean 
concrete debris, well casings, and well box debris were properly disposed of by ABC 
Drilling as commercial waste.  

Closing 

ARCADIS is submitting this report to document the destruction of the remaining wells 
at the Site as the final step prior to case closure. The well destruction activities were 
conducted in accordance with the OCHCA directive letter and applicable permits. 
ABC Drilling will complete and submit the DWR 188 Well Completion Forms for the 
destroyed wells.

Public Resources Code Sections 25402 and 25402.1 were enacted in 1975 as part of the enabling legislation establishing the California Energy Commission 

and its basic mandates. These sections require the Energy Commission to adopt, implement, and periodically update energy efficiency standards for both 

residential and nonresidential buildings.

 The 2013 Building Energy Efficiency Standards, which are effective July 1, 2014, focus on several key areas to improve the energy efficiency of newly 

constructed buildings and additions and alterations to existing buildings, and include requirements that will enable both demand reductions during critical 

peak periods and future solar electric and thermal system installations. The most significant efficiency improvements to the residential Standards are 

proposed for windows, envelope insulation and HVAC system testing.

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NOTICE OF METHAMPHETAMINE CONTAMINATION

The Methamphetamine Contaminated Property Act of 2005 requires the clean up of the property so it can be safe for occupancy if the property is found to 

be contaminated. In addition the bill provides for the imposition of a civil penalty (fines up to $5,000) upon a property owner who does not provide a notice 

or disclosure in writing and acknowleged by the buyer as required by the act, or upon a person who violates an order issued by the local health officer 

prohibiting the use or occupancy of a property contaminated by a methamphetamine laboratory activity.

According to the California Department of Water Resources an abandoned or “permanently inactive well” is a well that has not been used for a period of 

one year. Abandoned wells that are not properly sealed are a potential hazard to people and animals and may be a potential site of illegal waste disposal. 

Abandoned wells may allow contamination of groundwater. Abandoned wells should be destroyed in accordance with methods developed by the 

Department of Water Resources pursuant to Section 13800 of the Water Code.

NOTICE OF OIL AND GAS WELLS
California is a leading oil producer with most production in Los Angeles, Kern, Fresno, and Ventura Counties. There are thousands of idle and “orphan” 

wells. An idle well is a well that has not produced oil and/or gas or has not been used for fluid injection for six months during the last five years. The Division 

of Oil, Gas, and Geothermal Resources tracks and maintains an idle-well inventory. According to the Division an abandoned or “orphan” well is a well that 

has been deserted and has no viable operator or owner. The Division plugged 1,062 orphan wells from 1977 to 2004 at a cost of 14.8 million dollars. Oil and 

gas wells pose a threat to humans for fall hazard, fire hazard, groundwater contamination, methane gas seeps, and other hazards.

WOOD-BURNING HEATER ADVISORY

The Clean Air Act is the law that defines EPA's responsibilities for protecting and improving the nation's air quality and the stratospheric ozone layer. Using a 

nationwide network of monitoring sites, EPA has developed ambient air quality trends for particle pollution, also called Particulate Matter (PM). Under the 

Clean Air Act, EPA sets and reviews national air quality standards for PM. Air quality monitors measure concentrations of PM throughout the country. EPA, 

state, tribal and local agencies use that data to ensure that PM in the air is at levels that protect public health and the environment.

"Particulate matter," also known as particle pollution or PM, is a complex mixture of extremely small particles and liquid droplets. Particle pollution is made 

up of a number of components, including acids (such as nitrates and sulfates), organic chemicals, metals, and soil or dust particles. The size of particles is 

directly linked to their potential for causing health problems. EPA is concerned about particles that are 10 micrometers in diameter or smaller because 

those are the particles that generally pass through the throat and nose and enter the lungs. Once inhaled, these particles can affect the heart and lungs and 

cause serious health effects. "Fine particles," such as those found in smoke and haze, are 2.5 micrometers in diameter and smaller. Approximately 10 

million wood stoves are currently in use in the United States, and 70 to 80 percent of them are older, inefficient, conventional stoves that pollute.

The Great American Woodstove Changeout is a voluntary program designed to reduce particle pollution from woodstoves by encouraging people to replace 

older, more polluting stoves with EPA-certified stoves and fireplace inserts. It also provides information on building more efficient, less polluting fires. 

Certain jurisdictions have established legal requirements to reduce wood smoke. For example, some communities have restrictions on installing wood-

burning appliances in new construction.

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MAJOR NATURAL GAS PIPELINE

SUBJECT PROPERTY X IS  IS NOT located within 1 mile of a major natural gas pipeline according to the California Energy 

Commission Map of Major Natural Gas Pipelines.

Only 13.5 percent of the natural gas California used came from in-state production in 2006; the rest was delivered by pipelines from several 

production areas in the western United States and western Canada. California is at the end of those pipelines, forcing it to compete with 

other states for supplies. Once the gas arrives in California, it is distributed by the state’s three major gas utilities - San Diego Gas & Electric, 

Southern California Gas Company, and Pacific Gas and Electric - that provide a collective total of 98 percent of the state's natural gas. Long 

Beach and Palo Alto are the only municipal utilities in California that operate city-owned utility services for natural gas customers.

On September 9, 2010, a 30-inch Pacific Gas and Electric Company natural gas transmission pipeline in San Bruno exploded, claiming the 

lives of eight residents, injuring numerous others, and destroying many homes. As the state agency charged with overseeing the operation 

of the state’s utilities, the California Public Utilities Commission immediately had an inspector on-site in San Bruno, and has since been 

working closely with the National Transportation Safety Board to investigate the cause of the explosion, and take other actions in the 

interest of public safety. The National Pipeline Mapping System (“NPMS”) has provided a map viewer that shows pipeline locations 

throughout the United States at https://www.npms.phmsa.dot.gov/.

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1.0 INTRODUCTION 
1.1 Purpose 

The purpose of the investigation was to evaluate the potential impact of volatile organic compounds (VOCs) 
to soil gas as a consequence of a release or releases from the former on-site dry cleaning activities and 
adjacent closed Leaking Underground Storage Tank (LUST) case.  This location remains an operating gas 
station.  Red Oak Investments provided project authorization of Partner Proposal Number P20-296049.2. 

1.2 Limitations  

This report presents a summary of work conducted by Partner.  The work includes observations of site 
conditions encountered and the analytical results provided by an independent third-party laboratory of 
samples collected during the course of the project.  The number and location of samples were selected to 
provide the required information.  It cannot be assumed that the limited available data are representative 
of subsurface conditions in areas not sampled.   

Conclusions and/or recommendations are based on the observations, laboratory analyses, and the 
governing regulations.

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2.0 SITE BACKGROUND 
2.1 Project History 

Partner completed a Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Report (Phase I) for the subject property on 
behalf of Red Oak Investments.  Based on the information reviewed thus far, a dry cleaning facility operated 
on-site from 1982 to 2013. In addition, a former LUST case is located adjacent to the southeast of the subject 
property. Partner understands that the property may be redeveloped for residential use. 

The subject property is bound by residential properties across Fairgreen Avenue to the north, across Fairlynn 
Boulevard to the east, and across Esperanza Road and the railroad tracks to the south, and 
commercial/residential properties to the west.  Refer to Figure 1 for a site vicinity map showing site features 
and surrounding properties.   

2.2 Topography 

Review of the United States Geological Survey (USGS) Orange, California Quadrangle topographic map, 
indicates the subject property is situated approximately 300 feet above mean sea level, and the local 
topography is sloping gently to the southwest.  Refer to Figure 2 for a topographic map of the site vicinity.    
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3.0 FIELD ACTIVITIES 
The Phase II Subsurface Investigation scope included the advancement of 12 borings (SV-1 through SV-12) 
to collect representative soil gas samples.  Refer to Table 1 for a summary of the borings, sampling schedule 
and laboratory analyses for this investigation.   

3.1 Preparatory Activities 

Prior to the initiation of fieldwork, Partner completed the following activities.  

3.1.1 Utility Clearance 

Partner delineated the work area with white spray paint and notified Underground Service Alert (USA) to 
clear public utility lines as required by law at least two business days prior to drilling activities.  USA issued 
ticket number B203160013 for the project.   

In addition, Partner subcontracted with Ground Penetrating Radar Systems (GPRS) on November 16, 2020 
to clear boring locations of utilities.  GPRS systematically free-traversed each proposed boring location with 
a Radiodetection model RD7000 electromagnetic induction (EM) equipment unit with line-tracing 
capabilities, and a GSSI model SIR-3000 ground penetrating radar (GPR) unit. The data was interpreted in 
real time for evidence of utility lines and/or other subsurface features of potential concern.  Based on the 
findings of the GPR survey, no subsurface utilities were identified within the proposed boring locations. 

3.1.2 Health and Safety Plan 

Partner prepared a site-specific Health and Safety Plan, which was reviewed with on-site personnel involved 
in the project prior to the commencement of drilling activities. 

3.2 Drilling Equipment 

On November 16, 2020, Partner subcontracted with Optimal Technology (Optimal) to provide and operate 
drilling equipment to advance the vapor point soil borings and install temporary soil gas sampling probes 
at exterior portions of the subject property.  Optimal, under the direction of Partner, advanced borings SV-
1 through SV-12 using an electric rotary hammer drill used to drill a 1.0-inch diameter hole through the 
overlying surface to allow probe placement.  The same electric hammer drill was used to push probes in 
areas of resistance during placement.  Both hand and truck mounted equipment was used.  Non-dedicated 
sampling equipment was decontaminated between sample intervals and boring locations to prevent cross-
contamination.   

3.3 Sample Locations 

Soil vapor points SV-1 and SV-2 were advanced to the east and west exterior of the former dry cleaning 
facility, respectively. Soil vapor point SV-3 was advanced to the west of SV-2. Soil vapor points SV-4 and 
SV-12 were advanced in the northwest and north-northeast exterior of the subject property, respectively. 
Soil vapor points SV-5, SV-6, SV-10, and SV-11 were advanced in the west, southwest, central, and northeast 
exterior of the subject property, respectively.  Soil vapor points SV-7 through SV-9 were advanced to the 
west, northwest, and north of the adjacent LUST site, respectively.  

Refer to Figure 3 for a map indicating sample locations.   
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3.4 Soil Gas Sampling  

Soil vapor points SV-1 through SV-12 were overlain by asphalt, which was penetrated using a coring bit 
attachment advanced by a hand-held electric rotary hammer drill.  Soil vapor points SV-1 through SV-12 
were advanced to a terminal depth of 5 feet below ground surface (bgs).   

Partner contracted Optimal Technology to collect soil vapor samples from temporary soil vapor probes.  
Soil gas samples were collected in general accordance with the July 2015 Department of Toxic Substances 
Control (DTSC) and Los Angeles Regional Water Quality Control Board (LARWQCB) “Advisory – Active Soil 
Gas Investigations”. Soil vapor sampling was performed by hydraulically pushing soil gas probes to a depth 
5 feet bgs. An electric rotary hammer drill was used to drill a 1.0-inch diameter hole through the overlying 
surface to allow probe placement where required. The same electric hammer drill was used to push probes 
in areas of resistance during placement.    

At each sampling location, an electric vacuum pump set to draw 0.2 liters per minute (L/min) of soil vapor 
was attached to the probe and purged prior to sample collection. Vapor samples were obtained in Scientific 
Glass  Engineering (SGE) gas-tight syringes by drawing the sample through a luer-lock connection which 
connects the sampling probe and the vacuum pump. Samples were immediately injected into the gas 
chromatograph/purge and trap after collection. New tubing was used at each sampling point to prevent 
cross contamination.  

Soil gas samples were collected from each boring at 5 feet bgs.  

3.5 Post-Sampling Activities 

Probes were removed from the subsurface and the boreholes were backfilled with hydrated bentonite chips 
following sampling activities.  Boreholes advanced in improved areas were capped with asphalt patch to 
match existing ground cover after being backfilled. 

No significant amounts of derived wastes were generated during this investigation.   
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4.0 DATA ANALYSIS 
4.1 Laboratory Analysis 

Optimal collected a total of 12 soil gas samples and one duplicate sample on November 16, 2020. The 
samples were immediately analyzed for VOCs via United States Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) 
Method 8260B, on site in a mobile laboratory using an Agilent model 6890N gas chromatograph equipped 
with an Agilent model 5973N Mass Spectra Detector and Tekmar LSC 3100 Purge and Trap.  A Restek 
column using helium as the carrier gas was used to perform the analysis. The results were collected on a 
personal computer utilizing Agilent's MS and chromatographic data collection and handling system.      

Several quality assurance protocols were employed by Optimal, including a 5-point calibration, sample 
replicates, equipment blanks, tracer gas leak tests, purge volumes, and shut-in tests.   

Laboratory analytical results are included in Appendix A and discussed below.   

4.2 Regulatory Agency Comparison Criteria 

Department of Toxic Substances Control Attenuation Factor and Regional Screening Levels 

Regional Screening Levels (RSLs) are generic, risk-based chemical concentrations developed by the EPA for 
use in initial screening-level evaluations.  RSLs combine human health toxicity values with standard exposure 
factors to estimate contaminant concentrations that are considered to be health protective of human 
exposures over a lifetime through direct-contact exposure pathways (e.g., via inhalation and/or ingestion 
of and/or dermal contact with impacted soil and/or indoor air).  RSLs are not legally enforceable standards, 
but rather are considered guidelines to evaluate if potential risks associated with encountered chemical 
impacts may warrant further evaluation.   

The DTSC Office of Human and Ecological Risk (HERO) developed California-Modified RSLs based on a 
review of 1) RSL concentrations, and 2) recent toxicity values.   

While soil gas detections are not immediately comparable to the indoor air quality guidelines within the 
RSLs, the DTSC issued a recommended default attenuation factor of 0.03 for sub-slab soil gas and near-
source exterior soil gas in the June 2015 document Office of Solid Waste and Emergency Response (OSWER) 
Technical Guide for Assessing and Mitigating the Vapor Intrusion Pathway from Subsurface Vapor Sources to 
Indoor Air. With the subsurface contaminant concentrations and default attenuation factors, the associated 
contaminant concentrations in indoor air can be estimated as Calculated Residential and 
Commercial/Industrial Soil Gas Screening Levels (SGSLs). 

4.3 Soil Gas Sample Data Analysis 

Toluene was detected in one of the analyzed soil gas samples (VP-11) at a concentration above the 
laboratory reporting limit (RL). The detection of toluene was not in exceedance of the residential or 
commercial/industrial SGSLs. No other VOCs were detected above the laboratory RLs and the RLs were 
below the applicable SGSLs. 

Refer to Table 2 for a summary of the soil gas sample VOCs laboratory analysis results. 
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4.4 Discussion 

None of the analyzed soil gas samples contained detections of VOCs in exceedance of the residential or 
commercial/industrial SGSLs. Based on the results of the current investigation, the former dry cleaning unit 
and southeast adjacent LUST case do not appear to represent a concern to human health and/or the 
environment at this time.  
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5.0 SUMMARY AND CONCLUSIONS 
Partner conducted a Phase II Subsurface Investigation at the subject property to investigate the potential 
impact of VOCs to soil gas as a consequence of a release or releases from the former on-site dry cleaning 
activities and adjacent closed LUST case.  The scope of the Phase II Subsurface Investigation included 12 
soil gas borings.  Twelve soil gas samples and one duplicate sample were analyzed for VOCs. 

None of the analyzed soil gas samples contained detections of VOCs in exceedance of the residential or 
commercial/industrial SGSLs. Based on the results of the current investigation, the former dry cleaning unit 
and southeast-adjacent LUST case do not appear to represent a concern to human health and/or the 
environment at this time. 

Partner recommends no further investigation with respect to the former dry cleaning facility and closed 
LUST case at this time.

This letter presents the results of the soil vapor investigation conducted by Optimal Technology 
(Optimal), for Partner Engineering & Science, Inc. on November 16, 2020. The study was 
performed at 6821 Fairlynn Blvd., Yorba Linda, California. 
 
Optimal was contracted to perform a soil vapor survey at this site to screen for possible 
chlorinated solvents and aromatic hydrocarbons. The primary objective of this soil vapor 
investigation was to determine if soil vapor contamination is present in the subsurface soil.  
 
Gas Sampling Method 
 
Gas sampling was performed by hydraulically pushing soil gas probes to a depth of 5.0 feet 
below ground surface (bgs). An electric rotary hammer drill was used to drill a 1.0-inch diameter 
hole through the overlying surface to allow probe placement when required. The same electric 
hammer drill was used to push probes in areas of resistance during placement.  
 
At each sampling location, an electric vacuum pump set to draw 0.2 liters per minute (L/min) of 
soil vapor was attached to the probe and purged prior to sample collection. Vapor samples were 
obtained in gas-tight syringes by drawing the sample through a luer-lock connection which 
connects the sampling probe and the vacuum pump.

All 
results were collected on a personal computer utilizing Agilent's MS and chromatographic data 
collection and handling system.  
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Quality Assurance 
 
5-Point Calibration 
The initial five-point calibration consisted of 20, 50, 100, 200 and 500 ul injections of the 
calibration standard. A calibration factor on each analyte was generated using a best fit line 
method using the Agilent data system. If the r2 factor generated from this line was not greater 
than 0.990, an additional five-point calibration would have been performed. Method reporting 
limits were calculated to be 1-1000 micrograms per cubic meter (ug/m3) for the individual 
compounds. 
 
A daily calibration check was performed using a pre-mixed standard supplied by Scotty 
Analyzed Gases. The standard contained common halogenated solvents and aromatic 
hydrocarbons (see Table 1). The individual compound concentrations in the standards ranged 
between 0.025 nanograms per microliter (ng/ul) and 0.25 ng/ul.

Sample Replicates 
A replicate analysis (duplicate) was run to evaluate the reproducibility of the sampling system 
and instrument. The difference between samples did not vary more than 20%. 
 
Equipment Blanks 
Blanks were run at the beginning of each workday and after calibrations. The blanks were 
collected using an ambient air sample. These blanks checked the septum, syringe, GC column, 
GC detector and the ambient air. Contamination was not found in any of the blanks analyzed 
during this investigation. Blank results are given along with the sample results. 
 
Tracer Gas Leak Test 
A tracer gas was applied to the soil gas probes at each point of connection in which ambient air 
could enter the sampling system. These points include the top of the sampling probe where the 
tubing meets the probe connection and the surface bentonite seals. Isobutane was used as the 
tracer gas. No Isobutane was found in any of the samples collected. 
 
Purge Volume 
The standard purge volume of three volumes was purged in accordance with the July 2015 
DTSC/RWQCB Advisory for Active Soil Gas Investigations. 
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Shut-in Test 
A shut-in test was conducted prior to purging or sampling each location to check for leaks in the 
above-ground sampling system. The system was evaluated to a minimum measured vacuum of 
100 inches of water. The vacuum gauge was calibrated and sensitive enough to indicate a water 
pressure change of at least 0.5 inches. 
 
Scope of Work 

 
To achieve the objective of this investigation a total of 13 vapor samples were collected from 12 
locations at the site. Sampling depths, vacuum readings, purge volume and sampling volumes are 
given on the analytical results page. All the collected vapor samples were analyzed on-site using 
Optimal’s mobile laboratory.  
 
Subsurface Conditions 
 
Subsurface soil conditions at this site offered sampling flows at 0” water vacuum.  
 
Results 

 
During this vapor investigation, one sample contained 1,973 ug/m3 of Toluene. None of the other 
compounds listed in Table 1 above were detected above the listed reporting limits. A complete 
table of analytical results is included with this report.
