	Project Description: The approximately 2.58‐acre Project site is developed with approximately 19,250 square feet of retail uses with multiple tenants in three buildings and a surface parking lot. The existing on‐site structures would be demolished to allow for the construction of 44 multi‐family attached townhomes at a density of 17 du/ac and related infrastructure and site improvements. Project entitlements include Vesting Tentative Tract Map 19161 to subdivide the Project site for condominium purposes and a Use Permit.
	Project's Effects: All topical environmental factors would have no impact, a less than significant impact, or a less than significant impact with mitigation. The following environmental factors include mitigation measures: biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, and hazards and hazardous materials. The mitigation measures related to biological resources requires a pre-construction nesting bird survey if grubbing, brushing, or tree removal are conducted during the nesting season and requirements related to protecting "Protected Trees" found on-site. The cultural resources mitigation requires the retention of a qualified cultural professional to be contacted if cultural resources are inadvertently unearthed during project excavation. The mitigation measure related to geology and soils requires the applicant to demonstrate the recommendations provided in the geotechnical report for the project were incorporated into project design. The mitigation measures for hazards and hazardous materials require an asbestos-containing materials and lead based paint survey to be done prior to structural demolition/renovation activities.
