The project is a request for a parcel map waiver to create two parcels from one 1,412-acre parcel in the unincorporated
area of Yolo County that more appropriately align with the physical boundaries of the existing farming operations. Parcel
1 will consist of approximately 765.63 acres and Parcel 2 will consist of approximately 646.38 acres. The project site is
located 6.5 miles east of the community of Dunnigan, bordered by County Road 97 and State Route 45 (APNs:
