	Project Description: The City of Tracy proposes to redevelop the existing El Pescadero Park to create a new multi-generational recreation center on West Grant Line Road in Tracy. The proposed multi-generational recreation center would consist of an approximately 52,244-square-foot, two-story building with a maximum height of approximately 35 feet that would include a three-court gymnasium, two multi-purpose rooms, kitchen, entry lobby, bouldering wall, teen lounge and technology area, makers space, restroom, offices, elevated running track and outdoor courtyard. Additional park improvements would include relocation and renovation of the existing dog park, skate, park and basketball courts and installation of new trails, landscaping and lighting. In addition, the existing parking lot would be reconfigured and new parking stalls added to expand the overall parking capacity and the existing access road/driveway from West Grant Line Road would be extended through the existing parking lot and along the southern and eastern boundaries of the site, connecting to West Kavanagh Avenue at the northern boundary of the project site.
	Project's Effects: Air Quality - Construction could result in fugitive dust. Mitigation includes implementation of SJVAPCD Regulation VIII fugitive dust controls.
Special-Status species - Implementation of the proposed project could impact nesting birds and roosting bats, if present during project construction. Mitigation includes timing of construction activities, pre-construction surveys, establishment of buffers, protocols for tree/vegetation removal. 
Cultural Resources - Historical or archaeological resources could be discovered during ground disturbing activities. Mitigation includes stopping work in the event of a discovery, consulting a qualified archaeologist, and implementing appropriate measures to evaluate, and protect the resource.
Paleontological Resources - Paleontological resources could be discovered during ground disturbing activities. Mitigation includes stopping work, consulting a qualified paleontologist and implementing appropriate measures.
Greenhouse Gas Emissions - The proposed project would not comply with BAAQMD GHG threshold requirements. Mitigation includes provision of electric vehicle charging.
Noise - Construction would result in a temporary increase in noise and vibration. Mitigation includes implementation of best practices to reduce construction noise, prohibition of use of heavy construction equipment,within 15 feet of existing structures and development and implementation of a vibration monitoring and construction contingency plan.
