Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Proposed Plan is a targeted update to the Housing, Land Use, Safety, and Circulation Elements of the City of
Monterey General Plan to respond to emerging issues and new State laws. It contains goals, policies, and programs to
guide future development of up to approximately 5,800 units and 1,995 jobs within a Planning Area that encompasses
approximately 8.67 square miles and 3.5 square miles of water. The Housing Element identifies suitable sites to
accommodate the City's assessed share of the regional housing need through 2031 and incorporates strategies to
remove barriers, further fair access to housing, and facilitate buildout of the sites. The Land Use Element introduces new
land use designations and policies to foster mixed use neighborhoods and promote compatibility with airport and military
operations. The Safety Element includes new data on natural hazards and climate change along with actions to
strengthen community resilience and emergency evacuation capacity. The Proposed Plan also ensures consistency
between the Land Use Element and newly adopted Monterey Regional Airport Land Use Compatibility Plan. The
Circulation Element incorporates strategies for multi-modal mobility, roadway safety, and VMT reduction.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

* Agricultural resources: Development of housing would result in the conversion of Farmland to non-agricultural use,
which is a significant impact. Even with MM-AG-1, which requires the project applicant to offset the loss of lands, the
impact would remain significant and unavoidable.

* AQ: The Proposed Plan would result in a net increase of criteria pollutants, would conflict with air quality plan, and
would expose sensitive receptors to pollutant concentrations. Compliance with MM-AQ-1 to MM-AQ-6 is required, though
impacts remain significant and unavoidable.

* GHG: GHG emissions would result in a net increase compared to existing conditions, primarily attributed to mobile
sources. The Proposed Plan would have a significant and unavoidable impact even after MM-GHG-1, update to Climate
Action Plan, and MM-GHG-2, construction best management practices.

* Transportation: Employment-related land uses have a potentially significant impact. Though MM-TRANS-1 would
require implementation of commute trip reduction programs for employers in the city with more than 100 employees, the
effectiveness cannot be estimated. Therefore, this impact would be significant and unavoidable.

« Utilities and service systems: There are not sufficient water supplies to serve project and impacts are significant and
unavoidable after MM-UTIL-1, water efficiency measures, and MM-UTIL-2, expansion of MCWD sources.

« Wildfire: Traffic volume in evacuation scenario could be a potentially significant impact. Though MM-WF-1 could
increase capacity, this impact remains significant and unavoidable.

If applicable, describe any of the project's areas of controversy known to the Lead Agency, including issues raised by
agencies and the public.

» Hazards and hazardous materials: Commenters expressed concern for comments addressed concern about existing
site contamination in the Fort Ord Sites. There are seven parcels located within the Planning Area on South Boundary
Road, near Ryan Ranch Office Park, that were once a part of the former Fort Ord base. Implementation of the Proposed
Plan could result in development of three parcels that are included to meet the City’'s RHNA obligation in the Housing
Element: APNs 031-191-016-000 (36.9 acres), 031-191-003-000 (32.8 acres), and 031-191-006-000 (24 acres) for a
total of 93.7 acres. None of the parcels featured in the Housing Element are in need of remediation or disposal of
hazardous waste associated with the Superfund cleanup process of Fort Ord; however, there is a parcel in the Planning
Area (APN 031-191-018-000) that will require remediation.

« Transportation: Commenters expressed concern about development patterns that increase vehicular use and
subsequent congestion, as well as support for alternative transportation options. Buildout of the Proposed Plan would
result in increased development in the Planning Area and would generate additional vehicle trips on the local and
regional roadway network.

« Utilities and service systems: Commenters had various concerns about future water supply. Implementation of the
Proposed Plan would result in a greater demand for water supply. Water to the Planning Area is supplied by California
American Water (Cal-Am) and managed by the Monterey Peninsula Water Management District (MPWMD). While a
supply deficit is anticipated until new supplies are available, after new supplies are available, there will be adequate
supply to serve projected demand (including projected demands for RHNA housing). Until the new supplies come online,
Cal-AM will use its Water Shortage Contingency Plan (WSCP) measures to maintain demand below the available supply.
