Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

DWA's Well 46 (Project) generally consists of construction of one domestic groundwater production well on DWA's
existing property (Project Site) and connection of said well to the Well 17 forebay via a proposed pipeline for subsequent
use in the distribution system. The well is expected to be approximately 14 to 20 inches in diameter and to extend to a
depth of up to 1,500 feet below ground surface. The well is anticipated to have an approximate capacity between 1,500
gallons per minute (gpm) and 4,000 gpm and to operate up to 365 days per year. Operation of the Project includes
placing the well into operation and using same for extracting groundwater for distribution within DWA's potable water
system.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Biological Resources: There is a potential for burrowing owl and nesting birds to be on the project site, and site surveys
(burrowing owl focused surveys and preconstruction burrowing owl and nesting bird surveys) are included in the project's
Mitigation Monitoring and Reporting Program (MMRP). Measures to mitigate potential impacts of site lighting on
biological resources are also included in the MMRP.

Cultural Resources: The project's MMRP includes measures that will be implemented in the event that any historical or
archaeological resources or human remains are uncovered during project construction.

Paleontological Resources: The project's MMRP includes measures that will be taken in the event that a paleontological
resources is uncovered during project construction.

Tribal Cultural Resources: The project's MMRP includes measures that will be taken in the event that any resource of
Native American origin is discovered on the project site during construction. Additionally, the lead agency will allow a
tribal monitor to be present onsite during ground disturbing activities.
