Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

150" tall monopine cell tower within a 50" x 50" enclosure containing support equipment for the tower. Project includes
removal of 38 (mostly oak) trees, improvements to internal driveway, and site preparation for 50' x 50' pad. Estimated
construction time is two to three weeks.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Aesthetics - tower is on a hilltop; efforts to disguise tower have been made. 6' tall screening fence around the equipment
area is required and proposed.

Air Quality - primarily dust during construction; water tender required on site to apply palliatives (water) to ground prior to
and during ground disturbance

Biological resources - proposed is the removal of 38 trees, mostly oak. Nesting survey for raptors, birds and bats is
required by a professional biologist prior to tree removal.

Cultural / Tribal - negative results on field survey, however Lake County has a number of sensitive sites, many of which
have not yet been discovered or mapped. Employee training to recognise potentially significant items, artifacts, relics or
remains required prior to ground disturbance. Protocols in place if any potentially significant items are inadvertently
discovered.

Geology and Soils - Grading permit is required for interior driveway road preparation, tree removal and 50' x 50' pad
preparation

\Wildfire - interior driveway improvements required. Water tender on site during site disturbance in the event of sparks
resulting from ground disturbance
