Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project consists of subdividing a 30-arce parcel into twenty-two (22) lots which will result in a net increase of dwelling
units on the site from one to 22 housing units (Attachment G, Tentative Subdivision Map). The parcels would range in
size from 1.25 to 2.75 acres in size. The map shows concept locations of 22 houses with related improvements on each
new lot (i.e. anticipated building areas and septic locations). Access to the proposed lots will be located off Old Highway
53 via two proposed roadways, indicated as Road A and B on the tentative map (formal road names are to be
determined). The northern proposed roadway will be greater than 800 feet in length and the southern proposed roadway
is approximately 686 feet in length. The width of each roadway will be a minimum of 50 feet and have a
turnaround/cul-da-sac. Utilities will be as follows: « Each lot will be provided power through the Pacific Gas and Electric
(PG&E); « Highlands Water Company will provide water to each lot; « Each new lot will have its own Onsite Waste
Management System (septic).

These mitigation measures include but are not limited to: Construction activities shall be conducted
with adequate dust suppression methods; Driveways, access roads and parking areas shall be surfaced in a manner to
minimize dust; Pre-Construction Surveys performed by a qualified biologist for for specials species, nesting birds,
animals, including potential buffers if a special species is identified; During construction activities, if any subsurface
archaeological remains are uncovered, all work shall be halted within 100 feet of the find and the owner shall utilize a
qualified cultural resources consultant to identify and investigate any subsurface historic remains and define their
physical extent and the nature of any built features or artifact-bearing deposits; Obtaining Grading Permits& Use of Best
Management Practices; Obtaining a Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (if required); All construction activities
including engine warm-up shall be limited to weekdays/Saturday, between the hours of 7:00am and 7:00pm to minimize
noise impacts on nearby residents; Permanent potential noise sources such as, generators used for power shall be
designed and located to minimize noise impacts to surrounding properties.
