	Project Description: The proposed project (Project) includes extending existing sewer mains to service existing residences in the Sugar Bowl Property Owners residential subdivision at the base of the Sugar Bowl Ski Resort in Placer County. The residences are currently served by individual onsite wastewater disposal systems (septic systems). The Project consists of two phases: Phase 1 consists of excavating trenches and installing two sewer collection lines totaling approximately 1,420 linear feet. The Phase 1 sewer collection lines would serve 32 residences. Phase 2 consists of excavating trenches and installing gravity flow collection lines totaling approximately 3,100 linear feet. The Phase 2 sewer collection lines would provide service to 25 residences. 
	Project's Effects: All impactss would be reduced to less than significant with mitigation measures identified in the document. Mitigation measures BIO-1, BIO-2 and BIO-3 require preconstruction surveys for biological resources (western bumble bee, bats, nesting birds) and avoidance and minimizaton measures if any species are identified. Mitigation measure CUL-1 and CUL-2 require construction exclusion zones to protect resources and protective measures for inadvertent discovery of cultural resources. MM GEO-1 requires an erosion control plan and MM-GEO-2 requires protective measures in the event of unanticipated discovery of paleontological resources. MM HAZ-1 requires measures to protect water quality and control spills. MM TCR-1 requires measures to avoid impacts in the event of unanticipated discovery of tribal cultural resources. MM FIRE-1 requires a fire prevention plan to avoid potential fire ignition.
