The project is a request to construct a commercial center consisting of a 6,000 square-foot building to house a 3,200
square-foot convenience store and 2,800 square-foot restaurant with drive-through; a fueling facility with 20 fueling
spaces (10 multi-product fuel dispensers and two RV/Boat fueling spaces); and a stand-alone 2,200 square-foot coffee
shop building with drive-through.
