The Department of Cannabis Control, pursuant to authority granted under Business and Professions
Code Division 10, Chapter 2, Section 26012, approved a cannabis transport-only distribution license
and small mixed-light tier 1 cultivation license.

The cultivation project proposed by Key Gardens, LLC for which the Applicant currently holds a
Provisional Medicinal-Small Mixed-Light Tier 1 cannabis cultivation license(CCL19-0001904), is
located at 167 Park Lane in Junction City, CA. The Project would operate 9,999 sf of existing mature
mixed-light cannabis canopy consisting of two 24'x108’, one 24’x114’, and two 20'x108’
greenhouses in a premise area measuring 101,400 sf and does not have any reconfiguration
activities.
