Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Project would occur along SR 131 from post miles (PM) 0.00 to 4.40 in the Town of Tiburon, Marin County,
California. The Project limits include approximately 4.6 miles of East Blithedale Avenue/Tiburon Boulevard (SR 131) from
approximately 1,000 feet west of the U.S. Highway 101 (U.S. 101) interchange, east to the Tiburon Boulevard/Main
Street intersection. The purpose of this Project is to improve the serviceability and ride quality of SR 131 and restore
existing drainage systems to reduce the potential for highway flooding and damage. The Project components include the
rehabilitation and addition of new pavement, construction of Class I, I, and IV bikeways, modification of intersections,
upgrading curb ramps to ADA standards, upgrading guardrails to current standards, upgrading signage, improvements to
pavement delineation, rehabilitation of drainage systems, and modification of electrical systems within the Project
corridor.

The Project would have less than significant impacts on aesthetics, air quality, biological resources, cultural resources
energy, geology and soils, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards and hazardous materials, hydrology and water quality,
land use and planning, noise, public services, recreation, transportation, tribal cultural resources, utilities and service
systems, and wildfire. No significant or potentially significant effects have been identified for the Project. No mitigation
measures are required.

The purpose of this Project s to improve the serviceability and ride quality of SR 131 and restore existing drainage
systems to reduce the potential for highway flooding and damage. In addition, the Project would enhance complete
streets and support active modes of transportation by bridging a gap in the transportation network and improving bicycle
access throughout the Project footprint. The project is needed as pavement throughout the Project footprint exhibits
moderate to frequent rutting, aggregate raveling, potholing, and surface cracking. Consequently, if left uncorrected, the

asphalt pavement on SR 131 would lead to major deterioration and require roadway rehabilitation. There are no known
areas of controversy raised by public agencies or the public for the Project.

The Project is anticipated to receive a Biological Opinion from the U.S. Fish and Wildlife Service (USFWS) for California
red-legged frog (Rana draytonii; CRLF). Additionally, permits, licenses, agreements, certifications, or approvals
anticipated for the Project include: a Section 404 Permit from the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers; Section 401 Water
Quality Certification from the San Francisco Bay Regional Water Quality Control Board; San Francisco Bay Conservation
& Development Commission Permit; and Project Approval from the California Transportation Commission.
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
