The EI Centro Generating Station utilizes a National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System permit to discharge its cooling tower effluent to surface waters. In
January 2020, the ECGS renewed its NPDES permit; the renewed permit now contains new and more stringent limitations for the concentration of specific pollutants
that are discharged in its effluent stream. To meet compliance, the ECGS must eliminate discharge to surface waters by utilizing a wastewater treatment system.
The treatment system will consist of water softening, process water storage, membrane filtration, and evaporation ponds. The impacted areas to implement the
project includes the area east of the ECGS'’s Pond #3 where all water treatment equipment will be sited and the area for the evaporation ponds, located at the
northwest corner of Dogwood Road and E. Villa Avenue in el Centro, CA, where the reject streams generated from the treatment system will be handled.
