	Project Description: The project proposes to operate a concrete bagging and block paver manufacturing facility on an approximately 30-acre vacant site in the City of Palmdale (APN's 3024-002-021, 3024-002-022, and 3024-002-007).  The proposed project's key facilities include production areas, storage, office, landscaping, parking lot, asphalt and paver areas, walkways, and two detention basins. five habitat types are found on site including: Urban, Joshua tree, Mormon Tea, Fourwing Saltbush scrub, and Scale Broom. A total of 79 Joshua trees were found on site which would require an incidental take permit from California Department of Fish and Wildlife prior to disturbance of the trees. While the area west of the proposed project site was identified to be within the geographic range of the desert tortoise, burrowing owl, and Mohave ground squirrel, no suitable habitats were located within or around the immediate area.
	Project's Effects: In compliance with the California Environmental Quality Act (CEQA) and the CEQA Guidelines, the Quikrete Bagging and Block Paver Plant facility is considered a project and would have to go through the environmental review process prior to approval and adoption by the City. In accordance with the CEQA guidelines, an Initial Study (IS) was prepared, which determined that while environmental impacts would occur with the implementation of the Quikrete Bagging and Block Paver Plant, the environmental impacts would be reduced to less than significant levels with the implementation of mitigation measures.
	Areas of Controversy: A total of 79 Joshua trees were found on site which would require an incidental take permit from the California Department of Fish and Wildlife prior to disturbance of the trees.
