Water Quality 
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Fresno Metropolitan Flood Control District (FMFCD) provided comments on December 12, 2022, 
which stated that drainage should be directed to Bullard or Morris Avenues, construction of storm 
drainage or flood control master plan facilities are not required, permanent drainage service is 
available, and the project is not located in a flood prone area. On-site grading will be reviewed by 
the City of Fresno Building Division and FMCD for compliance with storm water conveyance and 
pollution prevention. 

The applicant will be required to comply with all requirements of the City of Fresno Department of 
Public Utilities that will reduce the projects water impacts to less than significant. When 
Development Permits are issued the subject site will be required to pay drainage fees pursuant to 
the Drainage Fee Ordinance. established by FMC Chapter 12, Article 19. 

Therefore, compliance with conditions of approval dated June 2, 2023 will ensure that the proposed 
project will not result in any significant effects related to traffic, noise, air, quality, and water quality. 

e) The site can be adequately served by all required utilities and public services. 

The project has been reviewed and conditioned by the Fresno Irrigation District, Fresno 
Metropolitan Flood Control District, City of Fresno Public Works, City of Fresno Public Utilities, and 
the City of Fresno FireDepartments, which were included in the Conditions of Approval for the 
project dated June 2, 2023. In addition, given the surrounding properties and neighborhoods have 
been substantially developed and utilities and public services already exist in the area, the site can 
be adequately served by all required utilities, including sewer, water, and solid waste, as well as 
public services. 

None of the Exceptions to Categorical Exemptions set forth in the CEQA Guidelines, Section 
15300.2 apply to the project. Furthermore, the proposed project is not expected to have a 
significant effect on the environment. The proposed project is not located on a hazardous waste 
site, a historical resource, or adjacent to a scenic highway. A categorical exemption, as noted 
above, has been prepared for the project and the area is not environmentally sensitive.
