	Project Description: demolish existing swimming pool and one building (equipment room and lockers); build new Olympic-size pool, 2 new buildings (1: locker rooms offices, restrooms, and equipment; and 2: concessions and restrooms), and covered bleachers with 281-seat capacity; install pool lights on 4 poles; and reconfigure drop-off area north of the proposed aquatic center
	Project's Effects: 
Cultural Resources: The project could uncover archaeological resources or human remains during construction. Mitigation measure CUL-1 deals with archaeological resources and CUL-2 deals with human remains.

Geology and Soils: The project could encounter unstable soils and paleontological resources during construction. Mitigation Measure GEO-1 deals with soils and GEO-2 deals with paleontological resources.

Noise: Noise levels during construction could reach unacceptable levels. Mitigation measure N-1 specifies best management practices (BMPs) to reduce construction noise levels, N-2 requires that heavily loaded trucks be routed away from residential areas, and N-3 and N-4 deal with noise experienced on campus during construction.

Tribal Cultural Resources: The project could impact Tribal Cultural Resources or undiscovered human remains during construction. Mitigation measures TCR-1 and TCR-2 deal with these issues.
