	Conditional Use Permit and Architectural and Site Review to allow the construction of a 57,671-square-foot self-storage facility (nine separate buildings), including garage-type units, interior climate-controlled storage, outdoor RV storage, and a leasing office.


Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that would reduce or avoid that effect.

	Air Quality and Greenhouse Gas Emissions:  Project construction could result in the temporary increase in fugitive dust emission.  Implementation of the mitigation measures involved the following of construction best management practices (BMPs), which will reduce potential emissions to less than significant.
Biological Resources: The project site is located adjacent to Miller Slough that provides potential habitat for the Western Pond Turtle (WPT).  WPT has not been observed on site, however implementation of the mitigation measure (pre-construction surveys) will ensure potential impacts to WPT are less than significant.

Cultural Resources, Geology/Soils, and Tribal Resources: Human burials have the potential to exist outside of formalized cemeteries. Due to excavation activities on the sites, the potential for discovery of human remains exists.  Implementation of the mitigation measure (protocol for unanticipated discovery) will reduce impacts to less than significant.
