Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project involves the development of 18 three-story, 40-foot tall, multi-family residential buildings, totaling 87
condominium townhome units and associated private driveways on a 4.95-acre site. The condominium townhome units
would range from 1,387 gross square feet (sf) and 1,837 gross sf (approximate). The project would have a total building
area of approximately 141,887 sf. Additionally, the project would involve the construction of a 0.79-acre city park that
would be accessed via Monterey Avenue. A portion of El Monte Avenue would be converted to a pedestrian walkway that
is referred to in the project plans as the EI Monte Paseo. The El Monte Paseo, at 6,220-sf in area, would provide a
pedestrian link from Valley Boulevard to the El Monte Metrolink Station and El Monte Trolley Station.

The project site includes the following APNs: 8575-017-909, 8575-019-907, 8575-019-908, 8575-019-91 0 through -914,
8575-021-932, 8575-021-934, 8575-021-936, 8575-022-922, and 8575-022-925. The site also includes Court Adair, King
Court, and portions of Monterey Avenue, El Monte Avenue, and Railroad Street.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Air Quality: Construction activities would exceed the PM2.5 emissions threshold, so Mitigation Measure AQ-1 (Fugitive
Dust Control) is required reduce emissions to a level that is below the threshold.

Biological Resources: To minimize potential impacts to nesting birds during construction of the project, Mitigation
Measure BIO-1 (Nesting Bird Avoidance) is required.

Geology/Soils: Due to potential seismic-related conditions found at the project site, Mitigation Measure GEO-1
(Geotechnical Design) is require to implement all recommendations included in the geotechnical report that was prepared
for the project site; and to minimize potential impacts to unknown paleontological resources during construction,
Mitigation Measure GEO-2 (Unanticipated Discovery of Paleontological Resources) is required.

Cultural and Tribal Cultural Resources: To minimize impacts to unknown cultural resources during construction,
Mitigation Measures CUL-1 (Worker's Environmental Awareness Program) and CUL-2 (Unanticipated Discovery of
Archaeological Resources). Mitigation Measures TCR-1 through TCR-3 would address potentially significant impacts
relating to the unanticipated discovery of cultural resources or human remains during project construction.

Hazards and Hazardous Materials: Soil remediation at the project site is required; Mitigation Measure HAZ-1 (Soll
Remediation Work) would ensure that the remediation work would be implemented to the satisfaction of the oversight
agency, the Department of Toxic Substance Control (DTSC), and also ensure that the volatile organic compound levels
in the site’s soil vapor would not create a potentially hazardous impact.

The DTSC is the oversight agency for the remediation activities that are occurring due to the existing contamination at
the project site. The IS-MND describes the site conditions related to hazardous materials, along with the remediation
