Two (2) A-Type 1C: "specialty
cottage": Cultivation for adult use mixed-light. The applicant proposes just over one (1) acre (49,000 sq. feet) of
mixed-light commercial cannabis canopy area. The applicant also requests a Type 13 Distributor Only, Self-distribution
State license.

Aesthetics - visibility of greenhouses; blackout screening required; 6' tall screening fence made of solid wood or metal, or
using a non-fabric screening material such as chain link with slats

Air Quality - primarily dust and odor during construction and harvest time. Palliatives required during site disturbance to
minimize dust. Surfacing the driveway, parking area and other vehicular use-areas required. Carbon air filtration systems
required for any building containing mature or harvested cannabis required.

Cultural / Tribal - protocols in place in the event of inadvertent discovery. Employee training required to recognize
potentially significant artifacts, items or relics prior to site disturbance.

Noise - potential for noise during site preparation and during operations. Noise limits at property lines required.

Wildfire - potential for wildfire; mitigation measures include one 5,000 gallon steel or fiberglass water storage tank
reserved for fire suppression; improvements to interior driveway to make it Public Resource Code (PRC) 4290 and 4291
compliant; 100’ of defensible space around all buildings.
