Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The project consists of a Site Development Permit (File No. H22-034) to allow the demolition of two existing single-family
residences and an accessory structure and construction of a seven-story building featuring 140 apartment units in a mix
of one, two, and three bedroom configurations. The proposed project would include enclosed parking on the first and
second floor levels. The proposed project also includes office space, common space courtyards, a community gathering
facility, and rentable storage space. The proposed project includes a Tentative Map (File No. T22-033) to merge the two
existing lots into a single lot.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

A potentially significant air quality impact was identified related to infant cancer risk exceeding the BAAQMD threshold of
10 in one million. Mitigation included preparation of a construction operations plan verified by a qualified air quality
specialist. Potentially significant biological resources impacts were related to impacts to nesting birds. Mitigation included
pre-construction surveys for avian species if construction would occur during the breeding season and establishment of
buffer zones in the event a find is made. Potentially significant cultural/tribal resources impacts were identified related to
impacts to the potential for pre-historic resources on the site. Mitigation included cultural sensitivity training for
construction personnel, preparing a monitoring plan, monitoring of sub-surface earthmoving activities by a qualified
archaeologist in collaboration with a Native American monitor, and data recovery for any discovery finds. Potentially
significant hazardous materials were identified related to past oil dumping on the site. Mitigation included retention of a
qualified professional to prepare a Site Management Plan to guide remedial measures. Potentially significant noise
impacts were identified related to exceeding the exterior threshold 80 dBA Leq at nearby residential land uses in a period
of time greater than 1 year. Mitigation included preparation of noise logistics plan. Potentially significant noise impacts
were identified related to operational noise from rooftop equipment. Mitigation included preparation of a detailed
acoustical study. Potentially significant vibration impacts were identified related to exceeding the General Plan threshold
0.2 in/sec PPV at buildings of normal conventional construction located within 25 feet of the project site. Mitigation
included preparation of a vibration monitoring, treatment and reporting plan.
