Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project will replace the existing bridge on Central House Road over Wyman Ravine. The proposed project
involves removing the existing structure and replacing it with a two-span bridge approximately 200 feet long (two spans
at approximately 100 feet each) with an approximate 28-foot-wide roadway clear width between bridge railings. The
proposed width will help accommodate farm equipment crossing the structure. A temporary creek crossing would be
placed to the north of the existing bridge during construction to provide access around the bridge construction and
maintaining access to properties on Central House Road. The new bridge would provide adequate and safe public
access that is consistent with County, Federal Highway Administration, American Association of State Highway and
Transportation Officials, and the California Department of Transportation design criteria and standards.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would have less than significant impacts with the incorporation of mitigation measures for the following
resources: aesthetics, biological resources, cultural and tribal cultural resources, paleontological resources, hazards,
hydrology and water quality, public services (construction), transportation (construction), and wildfire (construction).
Pre-construction surveys for special status species are required and additional measures implemented based on survey
results. The City will compensate for temporary and permanent loss of riparian habitat (mainly valley oak riparian). If
buried cultural, tribal cultural, or paleontological resources are discovered, a specialist (cultural resources specialist,
Native American representative, or paleontologist) will be contacted to analyze the unanticipated find. A consultant and
construction worker tribal cultural resources awareness brochure and training program will be conducted for all personnel
involved in construction. The contractor will submit a National Emission Standard for Hazardous Air Pollutants (NESHAP)
notification prior to demolition of the existing bridge. During construction, roadways will remain open and the construction
contractor will implement a standard traffic management plan. Prior to the start of construction, the contractor will
coordinate with the Butte County Fire Department, CalFire, Butte County Sheriff’'s Office, and Gridley Unified School
District to prepare a Construction Period Emergency and School Bussing Access Plan. Prior to the start of construction,
the contractor will coordinate with the Butte County Fire Department/CalFire to prepare a Fire Safety Plan.
