The project consists of approximately 77,500 square foot two-story building with a maximum height of 35 feet with 100 affordable residential units for
low-income seniors that would include 85 one-bedroom and 15 two-bedroom units and approximately 1,800 square foot senior center with an 890 square foot
patio. An approximately 5,000 square foot single-story PACE Wellness Center with a maximum height of 20 feet would be located west of the residential
building is proposed. A public park to be dedicated to the County of San Diego Department of Parks and Recreation would include a multipurpose trail,
pickleball court, playground, and open space. Implementation of the project would require construction of utility services and relocation (or undergrounding) of
utility lines. The project would provide 98 parking spaces. Significant impacts were identified for biological and cultural/tribal resources, hazards and hazardous
materials, hydrology and water quality, utilities and service systems which would be reduced to less than significant with incorporation of mitigation measures.
