	Project Description: The project proposes to demolish and replace the existing City Hall and East Annex buildings, add/remove driveways, and add landscaping. The project will be implemented in two phases, with Phase I involving the East Annex Building, and Phase II involving the City Hall component.
	Project's Effects: Cultural Resources: If archaeological resources are discovered during construction, work will be halted and a qualified archaeologist will recommend extent of monitoring, if any. If human remains are discovered during excavation, work will be halted within a 3-foot radius and Coroner will be notified.

Paleontological Resources: If paleontological resources are discovered during construction, construction will be halted and City's on-call paleontologist will be notified.

Transportation and Traffic: Transportation Management Plan shall be reviewed and approved by City Traffic Engineer.

Tribal Cultural Resources: If tribal cultural or archaeological resources are discovered, construction activities will be halted until the resources can be assessed.
