The applicant, Monte Vista Assets, LLC., is requesting approval of a General Plan Amendment to amend the land use
designation, a Zoning District map amendment to amend the zoning designation, a Tentative Parcel Map for the
subdivision of four parcels, a Conditional Use Permit for a Planned Unit Development, and Design Review for the site
and architectural review to construct a 53-lot single family residential detached unit complex. The subdivision will include
site improvements of parking, landscaping, and other associated on-site and off-site improvements on an 8.8-net acre
site.

Potentially significant impacts were identified in the Initial Study for the following environmental topic areas: Biological
Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise, and Tribal Cultural Resources.

Impacts to Biological Resources would be reduced to less than significant levels through implementation of Mitigation
Measures BIO-1 (Nesting Bird Surveys) and BIO-2 (Burrowing Owl Surveys. Impacts to Geology and Soils would be
reduced to less than significant levels through implementation of Mitigation Measure GEO-1 (Paleontological Resources
Inadvertent Discovery). Impacts to Hazards and Hazardous Materials would be reduced to less than significant levels
through implementation of Mitigation Measures HAZ-1 (Soil Sampling/Lead-Based Analysis), HAZ-2 (Lead-Based Paint
Inspection), and HAZ-3 (Asbestos-Containing Material Inspection). Noise impacts would be reduced to less than
significant levels through implementation of Mitigation Measure NOI-1 (Paving Control Plan). Impacts to Tribal Cultural
Resources would be reduced to less than significant levels through implementation of Mitigation Measure TCR-1 (Tribal
Cultural Resource Discovery). Refer to the Draft IS/MND for the full text of these measures.
