	Project Description: The Sacramento Area Sewer District (SacSewer) proposes to implement the Upper Dry Creek Interceptor Relief (UDCIR) Project (proposed project), which consists of the installation of a of approximately 9,110 linear feet of 36 inch gravity sewer pipeline tp address capacity issues of the existing Dry Creek Interceptor. The proposed relief sewer alignment would begin on Scotland Drive approximately 200 feet north of Angus Way and terminate near the intersection of Elkhorn Boulevard and 28th Street. The proposed relief sewer alignment would follow Scotland Drive south to Tartan Drive, continue south on Tartan Drive, turn west on U Street and then south on 28th Street to Elkhorn Boulevard. The proposed relief sewer alignment would cross Elkhorn Boulevard and discharge into the Upper Northwest Interceptor (UNWI) 5/6, which travels east-west on McClellan Airport property south of Elkhorn Boulevard.

	Project's Effects: The proposed project will construct a new sewer line with in the public road right of way. The proposed construction will largely be completed within the paved right of way via open trench methods. However, due to high traffic volumes or water crossings, three areas of the alignment will be tunneled. Environmental impacts were identified with nighttime construction noise, construction particulate emissions, buried cultural/tribal/paleontological resources, special status species and surface waters.

Recommended mitigation measures include: construction shielding for nighttime construction; best management practices for construction emissions; methods to document, protect and preserve buried resources; pre-construction surveys for western pond turtle, western burrowing owl and nesting raptors and migratory birds; and ensuring no net loss of surface waters.
