	Project Description: The proposed Project includes construction of a new approximately 5,000 square foot single-story, multi-use building and rehabilitation of an approximately 4,200 square foot existing multi-story building. The existing building is located on a hillside and includes a large wraparound deck. The new building will be constructed on the hillside and directly adjacent to the existing building to create two distinct buildings that would complement each other in operations. Grading for the new building will be minimal. The new building will include staff offices and supporting rooms, a reception counter, and a multi-purpose room. The rehabilitation of the existing building will focus on replacing building components deemed damaged or in disrepair and will not result in an expansion of the building's footprint. The new building will be served by potable water, sanitary sewer, and electrical service extensions from the nearby utility mains. The existing building will continue to be served by its existing utilities. Parking will be provided by an existing asphalt paved parking lot directly adjacent to the existing and new buildings. No grading or placement of impervious surface is required for parking for the existing and new buildings.
	Project's Effects: The proposed Project has the potential for impacts related to air quality, biological resources, cultural resources, geology and soils, and greenhouse gas emissions. However, these impacts would be avoided or reduced to a less-than-significant level with the incorporation of avoidance and mitigation measures discussed in the MND.  A summary of these mitigation measures are: 1) implementing fugitive dust control standards for construction emissions (SJVAPCD 2015); 2) if a pre-construction survey shows active bird or bat nesting, then either delaying construction activities until after active nesting season is over or drafting a plan by a qualified biologist to include measures of avoidance of impacts during construction; 3) implement avoidance or appropriate treatment measures in case of an unanticipated discovery of human remains or archaeological resources; 4) train construction workers regarding paleontological resources and implement appropriate treatment measures in case of a potential fossil discovery; and 5) implement the best performance standards for construction emissions (AEP 2016).
