Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The Vallecitos Water District (District) is proposing to replace approximately 9,436 linear feet (LF) of the Tres Amigos
water pipeline located through an active agricultural area, vacating existing District easements (through Bonsall Farms
and residential properties), securing new permanent easements, and relocating of existing residential services along
Fairview Drive north of Gopher Canyon Road into public rights-of-way or District easements (reconnecting water meters,
new service lines/laterals).

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

- The Project could result in temporary impacts to 0.06-acres of southern mixed chaparral, and 0.041 acres of non-native
grassland. Impacts would either be mitigated via on-site restoration or via acquisition of offsite habitat credits from a
resource-agency approved mitigation bank at a 0.5:1 ratio.

- Pre-construction surveys for coastal California gnatcathers, raptors and migratory birds will avoid impacts to sensitive
species.

- Potential impacts to cultural and tribal cultural resources would be reduced with full time construction monitoring,
complianc with Health and Safety Code §7050.5, California Public Resources Code §5097.98, and California Code of
Regulations (CCR) §15064.5(e) should human remains be encountered; avoiding potential effects on undiscovered
burials, repatriation of any tribal cultural resources envcountered, and preparation of a final monitoring plan.

- Potential construction-related water quality impacts would be avoided through preparation/implementation of a SWPPP.

- If nighttime construction is required, a variance shall be obtained from the County of Diego for non-emergency work.
