The proposed Mead Valley and Good Hope Water Improvements Project (proposed Project) to install approximately
13,450 linear feet of 8-inch diameter polyvinyl chloride (PVC) potable water transmission pipeline with interconnections
and appurtenances in the Mead Valley and Good Hope communities located within unincorporated areas of Riverside
County. The new pipeline would be installed within the existing paved right-of-way using open trench construction
methods with trenchless technology (e.g., jack and bore) to avoid Riverside County Flood Control Water conservation
District's (RCFCWCD) future storm drainage facilities. Construction of the proposed pipeline would include
trenching/trenchless work and paving over the length of the project site.
