The proposed project consists of the development of 73 one- and two-story multi-family condominium units on an approximately 9.1-acre site. The density of the
project would be 8.0 du/ac, which is within the allowable density range of 5.1-8 du/ac for land with the Low Medium Density Residential zoning designation. Interior
livable space would consist of 2, 3, and 4-bedroom units ranging from approximately 1,292 square feet to 1,840 square feet. The maximum building height of the
residences would be approximately 40 feet. 236 parking spaces would be provided for residents and guests, inclusive of 146 garage spaces, 78 driveway spaces,
and 12 off-street spaces. Amenities within the development would include an approximately 71,601-square-foot common open space area inclusive of a dog park,
tot lot and bench seating. In addition, the project would provide approximately 100,881 square feet of private open space. Additional improvements include
installation of a stormwater infiltration basin in the central portion of the project site. Sidewalk, curb, and gutter would be installed along the project’s frontages at
Thornton Avenue and Esther Lane.
