Mclntosh and Associates, representing Old River Properties, LLC (property owner), is proposing a Zone Change (ZC) on
20.56 acres to change the zone classification from R-1 (One-Family Dwelling) to R-2 (Limited Multiple-Family Dwelling)
located near the northwest of Panama Lane and Old River Road.

According to the proposed Mitigated Negative Declaration (MND), the project would not have significant or potentially
significant effects. Mitigation measures are proposed as follows: (1)Before any ground disturbance or construction
activities, the applicant/developer must comply with all the requirements set forth by the California Department of Fish
and Wildlife and the United States Fish and Wildlife Service relating to protected plant and animal species under the
Federal Endangered Species Act and the California Endangered Species Act.(2)A pre-activity survey of biological
resources must be conducted by a qualified professional no more than 30 days before the start of ground disturbance or
construction activities. Compliance reporting for all biological resource field surveys and monitoring must be submitted to
the required oversight agencies.(3)If known or natal dens are detected during the survey, the applicant/developer must
initiate protective measures. Similarly, if any ground-disturbing activities are planned during the nesting season for
migratory birds, nesting bird surveys are recommended.(4)If any archaeological resources or human remains are
discovered during construction, a qualified archaeologist should be consulted, and further ground disturbance prohibited.

(5)Before building permits are issued, the applicant/developer must pay the Regional Transportation Impact Fee
Program.
