At the intersection of Adobe Road and Main Street/Petaluma Hill Road in unincorporated Penngrove, construct a
dedicated right turn lane for westbound vehicles on Adobe Road turning right on to northbound Petaluma Hill Road which
requires widening the road extending a box culvert and constructing a retaining wall. In addition, the project will construct
a dedicated left turn lane for northbound vehicles on Main Street turning left on to westbound Adobe Road within the
existing pavement limits. Included in the project is upgrading curb ramps and pedestrian landings to the latest American’s
with Disabilities Act (ADA) requirements and installation of bike lanes in accordance with the latest Sonoma County Bike
and Pedestrian Plan.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Less than significant with mitigation on special status-plants and wildlife. The project incorporates mitigation measures
such as environmental trainings for workers, preconstruction surveys by a qualified biologist, schedule of work outside of
migratory bird nesting season or surveys and obtaining a CDFW section 1600 lake or Streambed Alteration permit.

Less than significant with mitigation for cultural resources and/or tribal cultural resources for potential discovery of
cultural/tribal cultural resources even though none have been found in the project vicinity. Mitigation measures include
Construction worker awareness training prior to work, archaeological/tribal monitors during ground disturbing activities
and the development of a subsurface cultural resources treatment plan.

Less than significant with mitigation that ground disturbing activities have the possibility to uncover previously
undiscovered paleontological resources. Mitigation measure includes halting all work within a 25 foot radius of the find
until a qualified paleontologist is able to evaluate the find and make recommendations regarding treatment.
