The Project includes replacement of the entire network of underground water distribution system pipes in the district and installation of a new
section of pipe to provide an improved connection to the Madison Migrant Center located on the eastern side of the service area. Approximately
12,000 feet of 8-inch and 12-inch diameter pipe would be placed in public roads within County and State right-of-way (ROW). Valves and
hydrants would be placed according to standard industry practices. Madison CSD also proposes construction of a water storage tank, booster
pump station, and a storage and shop building. The new structures would be constructed to the south and east of the existing chlorination
enclosure and groundwater wells. The three existing wells would be fitted with new piping to connect to the new distribution system, new water
meters, and new well pump and motor adjustments to account for the change in discharge point.
