Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

The proposed project is a pedestrian improvement project that will complete gaps in existing sidewalks, install drainage
improvements, and install ADA ramps along with other minor improvements at existing intersections. Project activities will
span approximately 1,650 feet in total, with sections on Cottonwood Avenue, Middlesax Way, Power Inn Road, Sierra
Sunset Drive, Stevenson Avenue, Elsie Avenue within the community of South Sacramento. Where new sidewalk
segments are installed, existing roadside ditches will be filled, and new drainage inlets and pipes will be installed to
collect and direct storm runoff into the existing storm drainpipe in the roadway.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Project impacts would occur in the following resource areas: Biological Resources related to compliance with the South
Sacramento Habitat Conservation Plan (SSHCP), Non-Native tree removal, Migratory Birds, and Undiscovered Cultural
Resources. Mitigation requiring compliance with applicable SSHCP Avoidance and Minimization Measures will reduce
potential impacts to special status species to less than significant under CEQA. Mitigation requiring non-native tree
canopy replacement will reduce project impacts to trees to less than significant under CEQA. Mitigation requiring tree
surveys during nesting season will reduce project impacts to migratory birds to less than significant under CEQA. In the
event of inadvertent discovery of cultural resources during project construction, further mitigation is required that will
reduce project impacts to cultural resources to less than significant under CEQA.
