[The project involves installing a modular nitrification system to convert ammonia from secondary treated wastewater into
nitrate. Additionally, it involves repurposing an underutilized 6.9-acre wastewater retention pond into a multi-benefit
treatment wetland. The nitrified effluent will undergo polishing in the treatment wetland to remove excess nutrients and
other pollutants before being discharged into San Francisco Bay via an existing discharge pipe.

[To mitigate potentially significant effects on air quality, biological resources, hazards and hazardous materials, and
cultural and tribal resources, several measures are mandated: marking fuel pipeline locations in consultation with Kinder
Morgan and submitting plans for approval, preparing a Vegetation Management Plan, ceasing work if human remains or
archaeological resources are found to follow appropriate procedures, conducting pre-construction surveys for nesting
birds, roosting bats, and the salt marsh wandering shrew, and implementing protective measures including
no-disturbance buffers and habitat modifications. These actions, alongside regular inspections and adaptive strategies,
aim to minimize environmental impacts and ensure compliance with regulatory requirements.
