The Project proposes rehabilitation of the U.S. Highway 101 Corte Madera Creek Bridge at the Sir Francis Francis Drake
Boulevard on-ramps to southbound U.S. Highway 101 at post mile 8.47 in Larkspur. The Project would rehabilitate the
bridge deck and on-ramps, replace the joint seal at Abutment D-16, install galvanic jackets onto rectangular columns in
the Corte Madera Creek tidal zone (D-7 through D-15), and drill a minimum of two vent holes in the Span 7 soffit. The
Project would require installation of temporary cofferdams and dewatering around bridge columns in Corte Madera
Creek; use of a 3.5-mile (6-minute) detour during overnight deck work (~90 days); and temporary closures, intermittent
and short in duration, of the Corte Madera Pathway (~2 weeks). The Project would have no impact on agricultural/forest
resources, cultural resources, energy, geology/soils, land use/planning, mineral resources, population/housing, tribal
cultural resources, and utilities/service systems. The Project would have less than significant impacts on aesthetics, air
quality, biological resources, greenhouse gas emissions, hazards/hazardous materials, hydrology/water quality, noise,
public services, recreation, transportation/traffic, and wildfire.
