Currently, the project site is developed with a 1,650-square-foot (sf) single-family residence, a detached garage, and
shed in the backyard. Two trees are located on-site. The site is designated as Smaller-Lot Residential (SLR) by the Live
Oak General Plan and zoned Small Lot Residential (R-2).

The proposed project is seeking a General Plan Amendment, Rezone, and issuance of a Use Permit to convert the
existing on-site single-family residence into a medical office and clinic. It should be noted that only the 1,034-sf first floor
of the existing building would be renovated. Interior modifications would include installation of new registration counters,
a door, and additional kitchen counters for clinical supply storage. Exterior modifications would include the conversion of
the existing backyard into a parking lot, removal of the existing detached garage, shed, and two on-site trees,
construction of ramps, installation of a new sliding metal door, and fence repairs.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The Initial Study/Mitigated Negative Declaration (IS/MND) identified potentially significant impacts for the following areas:
Biological Resources, Cultural Resources, Geology and Soils, Hazards and Hazardous Materials, Noise, and Tribal
Cultural Resources. However, the IS/MND includes mitigation measures to reduce all potentially significant impacts to
less-than-significant levels. For example, the IS/MND measures include, but are not limited to, the following: requiring a
qualified biologist to conduct a pre-construction nesting bird survey; implementing protective measures for tribal and
cultural resources should such resources be found on-site; implementing protective measures for any unique
paleontological resources encountered on-site; conducting a site assessment for hazardous materials within existing
on-site structures prior to demolition activities and implementation of disposal measures if any lead-based paints and/or
asbestos containing materials are found on-site; and the use of static drum rollers during construction activities that occur
within 26 feet of structures adjacent to the project site.
