The Department of Cannabis Control, pursuant to authority granted under Business and Professions
Code Division 10, Chapter 2, Section 26012, approved a cannabis Small Mixed-Light Tier 2 license.
The project consists of 9,600 square feet of canopy, and 3,300 square feet of immature plant area.

Project Activities:

The Project will consist of of 9,600 square feet of canopy, and 3,300 square feet of immature plant
area. The project will include 206,965 gallons of water storage which includes a 200,000 gallons
from a rain water catchment pond. Other water sources include a groundwater well, and a diversion
from Duncan Creek: which is a tributary to Carr Creek. The project will use approximately 24.6 watts
per square feet of lights in the canopy area.
