	Project Description: The Sunset and Everett Project (the “Project”) encompasses a Project area of approximately 107,100 square feet (2.459 acres), prior to any dedications (the “Project Site”). The Project Site is vacant of all structures and contains 6,000 square feet of asphalt. Aragon (Sunset/Everett) Properties Corporation (the “Applicant”) proposes the construction of a mixed-use residential and commercial development comprised of two buildings with 327 residential units that include 41 Very Low Income affordable units and approximately 9,462 square feet of ground-floor commercial space for a total floor area of 321,300 square feet, resulting in a Floor Area Ratio (FAR) of 3:1. The Project would provide 24,540 square feet of open space, consisting of indoor amenities, roof decks, courtyards, and balconies, and 17,025 square feet of other open space not included in the common open space calculation for a total of 41,565 square feet of open space. The Project would provide 263 on-site parking spaces at one subterranean, one partially subterranean, and one at-ground/ and above-grade levels. Vehicular access to the structured parking would be provided via two stop-controlled driveways and one signalized driveway. In addition, the Project would provide 183 bicycle parking spaces.
