The Project will consist of up to 10,000 square feet (SF) outdoor canopy cultivation, 560 SF
immature area, and supporting infrastructure. Other supporting infrastructure includes: a 10' x 10'
secured area for cannabis waste composting; two (2) 8' x 20" shipping containers for processing; a
10" x 12' shed for harvest storage; and three (3) water storage tanks consisting of a 2,500-gallon, a
1,000-gallon, and a 550-gallon tank. Power will be supplied by two (2) generators with future plans
to install solar panels; water will be supplied by a permitted well, and a permitted septic will supply
the project's wastewater needs.
