Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

[The 1.99-acre project site is proposed to be subdivided into an 11-unit residential development. The development would
consist of 11 single-family residential dwelling units, a private street, private common open space, and several retaining
walls as high as 20 to 36 feet high on a steeply sloping lot. The project proposes three-story, single-family, residential
structures at heights consistent with Dana Point Zoning Code provisions for lots containing slopes greater than 20
percent. The proposed project would also require approval of a Planned Residential Development Overlay District, which
would allow deviations from various base development standards of the existing, underlying zoning district in which the
site is located.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

Based on the records search there are no prehistoric or historic cultural resources within the subject site. However, ealry
contact with two of the local Native American Tribes conveyed that there is tribal concern that prehistoric cultural
resources might be uncovered during construction-related earthmoving.— Mitigation measures included requiring
provisions if human remains are encountered during construction, and for archaeologist and Native American monitors to
observe grading activities and to salvage and catalogue archaeological and/or tribal cultural resources as necessary.
[The project site has a high chance of containing significant paleontological resources that may be adversely impacted by
development-related ground disturbances.— A paleontologic mitigation monitoring program shall be developed by a
paleontologist registered and qualified to work in the County of Orange and the City of Dana Point.

Noise producing effect of required hillside grading, shoring and retaining wall construction to surrounding residential
properties.—mitigation measures are inlcuded to:

- Lmit hours of operation of high noise producing equipment, or equipment that creates significant vibration.;

- Ensure all construction equipment is muffled and in good working order.; and

- Construction and drilling equipment shall use available noise suppression devices and properly maintained mufflers.
