	Project Description: The Proposed Project consists of a new 357,610 square-foot (SF) warehouse development within a 16.038 acre Project Site, located directly north of Interstate 10 (I-10) and the California Street westbound on-ramp. Access to the Project Site would be available via two proposed driveways to the north on Lugonia Avenue and two driveways to the east on California Street. The Proposed Project would include 47 dock doors, 396 parking spaces, driveway improvements, updated security fencing, and improved landscaped areas. Demolition activities would include removal of remaining concrete paving and k-rails of the former amusement park attractions, and landscaping left from prior development.

	Project's Effects:  The Project Site was formerly developed as the Splash Kingdom amusement park, which was demolished in 2021, and currently features the remains of the former water park that includes concrete paving and k-rails. The Project Site is  located in an area primarily associated with commercial, industrial, and agricultural uses. It is surrounded by commercial development and industrial distribution centers to the north and west. Offices, commercial, medical, and institutional uses are located to the east. The I-10 and Metrolink route is directly south of the Project Site, with an orange grove and gas station occurring beyond I-10. Due to ornamental vegetation existing within the site, a Preconstruction Nesting Bird Survey, would be required to assure no active bird nests would be distrubed. Additionally, in the event that cultural resources are discovered during project activities, all work in the immediate vicinity of the find (within a 60-foot buffer) shall cease and a qualified archaeologist meeting Secretary of Interior standards shall be hired to assess the find. If significant pre-contact and/or historic-era cultural resources, as defined by CEQA (as amended, 2015), are discovered and avoidance cannot be ensured, the archaeologist shall develop a Monitoring and Treatment Plan. If human remains or funerary objects are discovered work in the immediate vicinity (within a 100-foot buffer of the find) shall halt in that area until a determination can be made regarding the provenance of the human remains. Any archaeological documents created as a part of the project shall be supplied to the Tribe(s). If paleontological resources (fossils) are discovered, earth disturbance activities should stop, and the fossil location shall be protected and cordoned off at a distance of 50 feet in all directions. A qualified archeologist should be notified immediately to determine the significance of the discovery, and notify any consulting Tribe[s] related to the Proposed Project.
