The project site is located in the southeastern portion of the City at 6630, 6680, and 6730 Monterey Road and is
bordered on the west by Monterey Road and on the east by the Union Pacific Railroad tracks.The proposed project
requests approval to develop 94 apartments, including one manager's unit, 10 extremely low-income units, 10 very
low-income units, and 73 low-income units, in four three-story buildings on an infill site comprising three parcels located
at 6630, 6680, 6730 Monterey Road. The proposed project would provide various amenities, including, but not limited to,
a community room, laundry room, tot lot, game lawn, picnic area, private decks and a courtyard, long-term bicycle
storage space, passive open space serving as bioretention ponds, pedestrian paths, and a plaza with public art at the
main entrance. The proposed project requires an Architectural/Site Review Permit.
