The proposed project would increase the permitted daily capacity from 200,000 to 500,000 gallons per day and enable the use of treated effluent to be stored or conveyed to nearby agricultural operations for non-potable agricultural irrigation. 
	Project's Effects: Aesthetics: Mitigation has been identified to reduce potential impacts related to light and glare.
Air Quality: The project has the potential to expose sensitive receptors to short-term construction air emissions and to disturb asbestos containing material (ACM). Mitigation has been identified to reduce construction-related air emissions and risk associated with ACM.
