The approximately 14.32-acre proposed Project site is located on five parcels that will be consolidated from 45 smaller
parcels located generally between 26th Street East, East Avenue R-9, 29th Street East, and East Avenue R-12. The
City of Palmdale proposes a community of mixed housing types serving a range of income levels. The proposed Project
site is currently vacant and highly disturbed. The Project site is generally bound by undeveloped land to the north,
single-family residences to the east and south, and undeveloped land to the west.
