	Project Description: Yucaipa Village Partners (“Applicant”) proposes a Tentative Tract Map (TTM No. 20372) to subdivide 14.78 acres into a 128-unit, single-family residential development in the City of Yucaipa (“City”). The Project site consists of four (4) existing parcels: Accessor’s Parcel Numbers (APNs) 0318-021-18, -19, -58, and 0301-113-44. The Project requires the following applications: a General Plan Amendment (GPA) to change Figure CDL-3, Land Use Modification Overlay Districts of the General Plan to include Starling Heights Specific Plan, and to change the General Plan Land Use Designation from RS-20M (Single Residential, 20,000 square foot minimum) to RS (Single Residential) and adding the Specific Plan to the General Plan Land Use Modification Overlay (General Plan Figure CDL-3); a Specific Plan Amendment (SPA)  to adopt the Starling Heights Specific Plan and associated standards and regulations for the planning area; and a Tentative Tract Map (TTM) No. 20372  to subdivide the 14.78-acre site, currently consisting of four (4) parcels, into 128 single family residential units with community features and detention basins that will serve the Project.
	Project's Effects: If construction of the proposed Project occurs during the nesting bird season (February 1st through August 31st), the Project may result in potentially significant impacts to nesting birds. Therefore, Mitigation Measure BIO-1, Preconstruction Nesting Bird Survey, will be implemented to require preconstruction nesting bird surveys during the breeding season, which will reduce impacts to less than significant. The proposed Project has the potential to inadvertently impact archaeological and paleontological resources during ground disturbing activities. Therefore, Mitigation Measures CUL-1, Inadvertent Archaeological finds, and GEO-2, Inadvertent Paleontological Discovery, are implemented to identify protocols in the event inadvertent finds are discovered, thus, reducing impacts to a less than significant level. The Project site is underlain by soils that are unstable, which may result in a potentially significant impact. Therefore, the Project will implement Mitigation Measure GEO-1, Grading and Construction, to require the Project to incorporate applicable recommendations provided in the Project specific Geotechnical Investigation, which will reduce impacts to a less than significant level.
