Project Location: The Project is located at 2104 Union Ridge Road in Trinity County.

Project Description:

The Department of Cannabis Control, pursuant to authority granted under Business and Professions
Code Division 10, Chapter 2, Section 26012, approved a cannabis small mixed-light tier 1 license.

Project Activities:

The Project will consist of maintaining a cannabis cultivation site which comprises approximately
71,824 sq ft of total area, with a combined cultivation area of 10,848 sq ft. The site has six
greenhouses, four used for mature cultivation (two (2) 30’X 96’ and two (2) 24’x70’ for a total of
9,120 sq ft mature cultivation. There are two greenhouses for immature plants, each approximately
24'x72’ ft for a total of 1,728 sq ft immature cultivation. Support facilities include a storage shed
(10'x12’) for nutrients and pesticides. There are no historic site cultivation operations on the
property. Water is supplied by a permitted groundwater well and pump that is currently installed on
the property, with 6 water storage tanks - two (2) 2,500 gallon and three (3) 550 gallon; and one (1)
2,500gallon for domestic use.
