The Project proposes to annex an approximately 75-acre site located within unincorporated Tulare County into the City of
Visalia city limits. The applicant has not proposed any specific use on the property at this time. For analysis purposes, it
is assumed that the proposed uses would include primarily industrial-type warehousing and combined office/warehouse
type buildings. An assumed floor area ratio (FAR) of 0.3 for the approximately 75-acre site indicates an allowable square
footage of 980,100 square feet of buildable area. Any proposed development would involve necessary infrastructure and
improvements to serve the potential uses consistent with City standards and requirements.
