Project Description (Proposed actions, location, and/or consequences).

OCSD is a multi-service special district providing fire protection, sewer collection and water services, solid waste, parks
and recreation, and street lighting to residents and businesses in the communities of Oceano and Halcyon in San Luis
Obispo County, California. Several water mains in the existing OCSD system are approaching the end of their useful life
expectancy. To address pipeline deficiencies, OCSD intends to install new pipeline main sections, replace existing
pipeline main sections with upsized pipes, replace pipeline dead-ends with loops, and install an emergency intertie with
the City of Arroyo Grande system. Project construction would occur over approximately one year and would utilize a
combination of open-cut trenching and trenchless jack-and-bore construction techniques to install and replace pipeline
segments. Project construction phases would include site preparation, pipeline installation (open-cut trenching or
jack-and-bore), and paving/ground restoration. The project would result in approximately 76,150 square feet, or
approximately 1.75 acres, of total ground disturbance, and would involve a typical maximum excavation depth of up to
five feet. The emergency intertie between the OCSD system and the City of Arroyo Grande system would be located on
Segment 2-10 along Halcyon Road. This intertie would be installed for emergency purposes only and would not alter the
water supply capacity of either system. Existing operation and maintenance activities associated with OCSD’s water
system would be substantially reduced once all CIP segments are implemented.

Identify the project’s significant or potentially significant effects and briefly describe any proposed mitigation measures that
would reduce or avoid that effect.

The project would potentially substantial adverse effects to special status species. These potential impacts would be
reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measures BIO-1, General Best Management
Practices; BIO-2, Worker Environmental Awareness Training; BIO-3, Invasive Plant Species Control; BIO-4,
Pre-Construction Special Status Wildlife Surveys; BIO-5, Pre-Construction Nesting Bird Surveys; and BIO-6, Biological
Monitoring. The project would have potentially significant impacts to protected trees; however, these impacts would be
reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measure BIO-7, Protected Tree Measures.

The project could cause potentially substantial adverse change in the significance of an archaeological resource. This
potential impact would be reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measures CR-1,
Cultural Resources Sensitivity Training; CR-2, Cultural Resources Monitoring and Discovery Plan; CR-3, Archaeological
and Native American Monitoring and Reporting; and CR-4, Unanticipated Discovery of Cultural Resources.

The project could potentially create a significant hazard to the public or environmental through the release of hazardous
materials. This impact would be reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measures
HAZ-1, Hazardous Materials Management and Spill Control Plan, and HAZ-2, Contaminated Soil Contingency Plan.
The project could result in a potentially significant temporary increase in ambient noise levels due to project construction.
This impact would be reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measure NOI-1,
Construction Noise Reductions.

The project could potentially cause a substantial adverse change in the significance of a tribal cultural resource. THis
potential impact would be reduced to a less than significant level with implementation of Mitigation Measure TCR-1,
Unanticipated Discovery of Tribal Cultural Resources.
